WAS SHOT 
INMOUTH.

Emmett Roberts, the Author, Was 
Wanted For Murder.

Posse Came Upon Him in a Row­
boat and Killed Him.

Had Murdered a Woman and Was 
Resisting Anest.

St. Michaels, >ld., June 25.—Emmett 
Roberts, the newspaper correspondent 
and magazine writer and author, who 
was wanted for the murder of Mrs. Edith 
May Thompson Woodill, the adopted 
daughter of Col. Charles A. Thompson, 
was shot to death by a sheriff's posse 
while resisting arrest off the wharf at 
McDaniel, Talbot county, at 4 o’clock 
this morning. Roberts fired one shot 
from a revolver, but without effect.

Shortly after midnight this morning 
a mysterious looking craft was seen 
moving up the waters of Black River, 
along the shores of which are the homes 
of Col. Thompson and Roberts. It is 
unusual to sec a small boat out on the 
river at such an early hour, and John 
Mctjuay, a farmer, notified Sheriff Mor­
timer and Magistrate Willy, who were 
at St. Michaels.

Sheriff Mortimer, Magistrate Willy 
and a posse <>f six men hurried to the 
scene on the river shore at 1 a. m. All 
were armed. They crept down to the 
water’s edge under the cover of dark 
m ss and made out the outlines of a man 
in his shirt sleeves languidly rowing 
about up the river. They made no de 
nu.nstration, fearing they would fright­
en off the man wanted. They resolved 
to wait until the rower got into narrow- 
< i' waters and within range.

Sheriff Mortimer and Messrs. lYmper 
and Harper obtained a boat and follow 
<M Roberts leisurely to create the im­
pression on Roberts' mind that he was 
not* being chased. Roberts seemed an­
noyed by the boat following him. and 
hastened up the river at a faster pace,
» hr* sheriff's boat, following. The corner­
ing manoeuvre began shortly after 1

Roberts was nearing* the scene of his 
alleged crime. As the shores ea.me to­
gether members of the po<»p made out 
the features of Roberts. He was nearing 
the wharf at McDaniel, from which point 
he is supposed to have fled.

When Roberts got abreast of the land 
ing place and was hut 100 feet from 
shore Magistrate Willy and his two dep­
uties stepped out into the open.

“Hello. Roberts, throw up your 
hands!” shouted the magistrate.

Roberts did not utt?v a word, but 
rose in his boat with a "big revolver in 
his right hand. He quickly levelled it 
at the party on shore and fired.

Meyer Crone. a special deputy, fired 
a shot from a revolver at the whifo- 
shirted figure standing in the boat. Then 
Magistrate Willy discharged a shotgun 
at Roberts. Deputy Crone fired a second 
shot. During the fusilade Roberts drop­
ped in a heap in the boat, his revolver 
falling at his side.

The deputies waded out to the small 
craft. Roberts had been shot, through 
Ihe mouth by a bullet and was dead. The 
boat was drawn to the shore and the 
body examined. Roberts had a bottle of 
poison in his pocket and n number of 
letters. The body was taken to .St. 
Michaels.

The new arrangement will be a 
convenience, which the men are sure to 
appreciate.

Will of Late Robert Campbell 
Entered For Probate.

The will of the late Robert Campbell, 
of this city, has been entered for pro­
bate by his widow, Mrs. Campbell, and 
S. F. lazier. The estate is valued at 
$75,754.25. made up of: Real estate, 
$8.1000; mortgages, $2.042.88; debts and 
notes, $174.74; life insurance, $6,398.88; 
hank stocks, $53,624.55; cash, $3,913.50.

All members of the family, made up 
of Mrs. Campbell, Misses Ruby C. and 
Mabel M.. Messrs. Robert B. and Harold 
A., get twenty shares each in the Im­
perial Bank and the Bank of Hamilton. 
Mrs. Campbell gets one-third of the bal­
ance and the remaining two-thirds are 
divided equally among the children.

ALL LIES, SAYS 
MRS^GOULD.

Flatly Coitradicti Stories as to Her 
Drinking.

Denies Charges That She Reviled 
Servants at Castle Gould.

She Will be Cross-Examined as to 
Wine Checks.

New York, June 24.—Katherine Clem­
mons Gould was called back to the 
stand to-day for a final ordeal to ex 
plain away, if possible, the damaging 
testimony given by the witnesses for 
her husband in her suit for separation 
and alimony of $250,000 a year.

For two hours Mrs. Gould answered 
the questions of her counsel, repudiating 
with a monotonous denial all insinua 
tiens charging her with excessive drink­
ing, profanity or other impropriety. She 
never drank to excess, never used pro­
fane language, never forgot her dignity 
as mistress of Castle Gould, and never 
overstepped the bounds of propriety, she 
declared in substance.

Getting down to the specific instances, 
she told her counsel that she had never 
tried to hiteh up a. pair of mules, had 
never ordered a tableful of dishes and 
food thrown from her Saint Regis 
apartments, had never referred to Dus­
tin Farnum as "iuy new l>eau,” never 
quarrelled with her husband before com­
pany, never had a coachman's arm 
about her waist to hold her on the car­
riage seat, never discharged an em­
ployee in anger, never liecame intoxi­
cated aboard the yacht Niagara and 
never consumed two quarts of cocktails 
in two days.

Mrs. Gould's explanation of her friend­
ship with Dustin Farnum naturally took 
up a considerable portion of her time 
to day. Whatever intimacy there had 
been between her and the actor, she 
said, was accounted for by ,her desire 
to have his advice regarding her plans 
to return to the stage.

‘My home had been broken up," she 
said, “all authority had been taken from 
me, my happiness was gone and 1 want­
ed -some occupation to divert my mind.”

“I thought of returning to the stage 
and wanted to talk the matter over 
with Mr. Farnum, who, [ was con­
vinced, would l*> able to help me.”

Mrs. Gould said that Mr. Farnum had 
never been in her parlor at the Saint 
Regis except, on the August afternoon 
m 1904. when they had luncheon to- 
getlier with several others present, and 
on the occasion of the automobile acci­
dent on Long Island, when they re­
turned there to arrange for bail for the 
chauffeur. She had never addressed Mr. 
farnum by an endearing name, she 
sanl. and had never permitted any im­
proper familiarity on his part.

The large number of cheques for “re­
freshments” which were furnished Mrs. 
Gould at the St. Regis Hotel in the fall 
of lljOti, when she lived there and as 
the defence contended, frequently had 
Mr. Farnum as her guest, are likely to 
I*1 a subject of inquiry hv Mr. Nicoll 
the defendant’s counsel, on cross exam­
ination.

The Canadian Government Inspector at 
New York wrote that he could not re­
commend the admission of the aged wo­
man on account of senility. The Mayor 
referred the matter to Relief Office Mc- 
Menemy.

Hamillon Post Office Employees 
Send Congratulations.

The power question will probably be 
fought out in the courts at once. If 
the special committee to-morrow after­
noon decades to recommend - the Council 
to take a thousand horse power from the 
Hydro-Electric Commission it is believed 
that the Cataract will apply for an in­
junction restraining the city from tak­
ing any power from the Commis­
sion until it receives some guarantee 
that the city intends carrying into effect 
the power contract entered, into with 
the local company last year. A number 
of the aldermen frankly admit that it is 
foolish ,to talk of talking power from 
both sources and attempting to use it at 
hhe Beach or other points. It would 
mean that year after year the city

would 'be plunged into a constantly in­
creasing expenditure, for which it would 
receive no benefit. A prpoosition of this 
sort will meet with strong opposition in 
the Council.

Already the other municipalities are 
beginning to howl over what they term 
the unfair discrimination in favor of 
Hamilton. The first wail comes from 
London. The Advertiser, of that city, 
has interviewed a number, of the alder­
men, who say they are at a loss to un­
derstand whore Solicitor Lobb got his 
authority to say that a number of the 
ehiief municipalities will not oppose thq 
monopoly clause being waived in Hamil­

ton's fa\or. They understood from tlj> 
agreement that nil the municipalities 
which are parties to the contract had to
