FARM AAD OTHER NOTES.

ThvKiw England Farmer gives the fol- 
V wing related experience with corn fodder :
“ After growing com fodder by many dif­
ferent methods, we have finally settled 
down upon double rows planted with a seed 
c:ill about six to eight inch* apart, and for 
enough between each pair of rows to run 
horse cultivator. This giv* the com pier _ 
of air and sunlight when young, and admits of 
coing all the cultivation with the harm, as 
t he few wreds that may grow between the 
oouble rows can do little, if any, harm to 
the crop, as the ground will be densely 
n haded long before they would go to seed. 
Planted in this way, the cost of raising the 
« rop seems to be reduced to about the mi- 
1,imum point. Two bushels of seed ispro- 
1 ably enough for an acre, as this iq con- 
uderably smaller than Western or Southern 
i arieties, of whioh from three to fou#‘bush­
els are generally planted. The cost ef the 
teed, if purchased at the seed Store, » 
than for other com, but it can be raised as 
cheaply by the hundred kernels, at home, as 
other varieties ; the only extra care needed 

. in the curing being to see that it dries 
«luickly and thoroughly. We have let it 
stand in the field as long as it was consider­
ed safe from frost, and then gathered it, and 
after huaking, spread in the sun on a piazza floor 
or roof, where it dries in a very few weeks, 
sound and bright Limited experiments 
made the past season incline us to believe 
that it may be cut and shocked for s couple 
of week, with taivratege. The fodder will 
Le better, and the ears will cure faster after­
ward, when husked and spread.

We commenced cutting to teed green last 
-year about the last of July, and from that 
time till near b ovember it was almost toe 
exclusive diet of oar stock, except a light 
daily feeding of grain, and having a con­
siderable quantity cured for winter urn it 
was eaten with all the avidity of good Eng­
lish hay, some of the cattle preferring it to 
the best hay. It wm eut soon after coming 
into full blossom, allowed to lie on the 
ground a day or two to wilt, and then bound 
in bundles and immediately mt up in large 
stocks on tiie field where it grew, and where 
it remained until a considerable portion of 
the sapin the lmv* had dried oat, but 
the stalks were not dried, and they 
were as green and bright aad sweet, many of 
them, in December as when growing in the 
field. Before the heavy fofl rains com­
menced, it was drawn in and rokupoa end in 
every vacant place in the barn sad other out­
buildings, and where well set up, it kept in 
toe best condition. We do not consider it 
necessary or desirable to dry com fodder as 
we would dry hay, so that it will keep pack­
ed away solid. If the juice can be kept in 
the stalk without spoilieg all the bettor. 
Some farmers have been quite successful in 
curing oom fodder an the stock, end letting 
it remain out till needed for usa even afi 
winter. If it can be put up so that itwillatand 
erect and protected on the outside from 
water, it will undoubtedly keep in excellent 
condition.”

A writer in the Ohio Farmer mys of this 
crop “ I think it is the beet and cheapest 
fodder than can be raised, ronecially on 
lands where wheat and clover do not suc­
ceed. My first experience with it dates 
back to 1845, when my father raised one 
acre of it. He sowed it broadcast on rich, 
new land, and got a heavy crop that was of 
great value that dry season. Since then I 
have harvested it nearly every season. First 
we used the common com knife ; then I cut 
off the fingers and scythe of a common grain 
cradle, and thought that a great improve­
ment ; then I got a cradle made on purpose 
for cutting corn-fodder. Last year I got a 
Russell reaper and used it on about twenty 
acres of my own and neighbour’s fodder- 
corn. I thought it ptid for itself very fort 
wtile cutting com, as some of mine was very 
heavy, and from eight to ten feet high. The 
Russell is a self-rake with side delivery, aad 
it left tiie com in such a shape that I would 
as soon set up two .acre 
it as one after a cradle ; and much 
was down so badly I could not hav 
cradle. I have tried binding in 
and setting up eight or ten in a shock, but it 
is too much work for me to handle it so 
much while the stalks are green and heavy. -v 
Besidea I do not think it dries as well aa 
when setup loom. Ium
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well ; let it stand till the weather is pretty 
cool—say the 1st of November—then bind 
each shook in from four to eight bandies, so- 
cording to size Draw to toe bam and stand 
them on their topsail over the hav and 
straw mows, (whichare all made with reference 
to the com-fodder,) scaffolds, and ta 
if there is enough te cover all It takes a good 
many loads to cover my bam. In 1874 I 
planted some eight or nine acres to com, 
and the cut worms took it nearly all there 
being often half a dozen in a hilL I let it 
lie till aboot the 20th of Jana when they 
were nearly gone ; then I marked out with a 
corn-plough, and drilled in about a bushel of 
com to the acre. I had nearly two acres 
drilled in earlier. I commenced feeding to 
twenty cows in August, and used up two 
acres before time to use the stables ; put 
the rest in the bam just as winter art in. I 
think forty cattia seventy sheep, and two 
bore* got more than two-thirds of their fod­
der from that com till the 20th of the next 
April
