The Plague in Europe.

LoxnoN, Jan. 25.—Russian and German

the disease as far as Nijni Novgorod,
which is but a few hours distant from
Moscow.

AFFAIRS AT OTTAWA.

OTTAWA, Jan, 22.—The Board of Trade |
has been in the acquiescent humour this \
year, and has shown a disposition to accept
everything which is in reason proposed to |
it. It must be manifest to the gentlemen
who are asking the Goverament to abolish ‘
the Insolvent Act, to subsidise steamers, to
send representatives to New South Wales,
to found a new Bureau-of Statistics, to pass
new laws concerning inspection, to alter
the laws of France, to exbend telegraphic
communication with the islands of the St.
Lawrence, and to provide a protective tariff,
that they are cutting out a programme of
work which no Government ceuld possibly
be expected to accomplish within the limited
period of one session, even supposing that

REORGANIZATION OF THE INTERCOLONIAL

RAILWAY STAFF.

It has been made plain by investigations
into the business of the Intercolonial rail-
way that the management of that great in-
tercolonial highway needs change in the
direction of economy. It has been found
that the aggregate deficiency on the opera-
tions of the road during the past two years
—that is the excess of expenditure over
revenue—amounts to over eleven hundred
thousand dollars, in spite of the fact that
the winters  have been open and

rices and wages lower than ever
fore. It is, therefore, proposed to adopt
anew and more economical system of
management, of which the following isa
general outline.

The office of General Superintendent is
to be abolished and a Chief Superintendent,
with headquarters at Moncton, is to be ap-
?ointed, who is to be directly responsible

or the efficient management of the road.
The agencies at Halifax, St. John, Mont-
real and Toronto, are to be abolished, and
the sale of tickets at these points will be
made on commissien. = A travelling agent
will be appointed, whose duties will in-
clude the visiting of all business points,
the instructing the officers, and the watch-
ing and directing of the general
freight and passenger business of
the country, with the view of
securing for the Intercolonial all possible
traffic. In the Paymaster’s Department
there will be but one cashier, one g:ymn-
ter, and one clerk. The Chief Superin-
tendent will be also the auditor, responsi-
ble to the Government for the proper audit-
ing of all ‘accounts. The bndﬁff wxl'lml':e
inspectéd by the engineeri E e
office of inspector wil.lgl beeemnhed The
superintendent’s and fopr assistant-super-
intendents’ offices’ will" be aboli and a
chicf superintendent, - with ‘two district
superin
offices. Tt -is expected that
" b
the saving to be effected by this careful re-
organization — the chief points only of
which have been indieated—will not be
less than $40,000 or $50,000 per annum.

DRAWBACKS ON GOODS FOR BERMUDA.

OTtrawA, Jan, 24.—During the sitting of
the Board of Trade this week Mr. Bremner,
of Halifax, seconded by Mr. Magee, of
Ottawa, called attention and had a resolu-
tion passed referring to the Customs regu-
lation as regards exporting goods in bond
for Bermuda. It 18 found that quite a
large trade in mill goods with Bermuda is
lost in consequence of the tfegulations re-
fusing the drawback when the duty on
goods to be exported is less than twenty
dollars. Lower Province merchants are
often prevented from filling ‘orders from
their own stock,and have found it often the
best way to get goods from England and
export in bond. From Newfoundland,
however, such goods can go to Bermuda
by means of s drawback owed on any
amount to the extent of the duty on the
exported quantity. The matter has been
brought to the notice of the Minister:of
Customs, and it is quite probable that the
Government will give the subjeot its most
serious consideration, especi in view of
the depressed condition of trade generally,
and the small profits aceruing from mercan-
tile transactions.

DEAD LETTERS.

As stated in an editorial in The Mail
some days ago, the subject of dead letters
will probably receive the attention of the
Government, and has already had the con-
sideration of the Department. It will be
remembered that last session Dr. Tupper
called attention to some of the annoyances
likely to arise, and whieh de constantly
arise, in regard to the sending of insuf-
ficiently stamped three-cent letters to the
Dead Letter Office. The motion of Mr.
Cenger in the Dominion Board of Trade
was made under a mistake on this subject.
As a matter of fact all letters are sent to
the sender when the for whom they
are intended cannot be found, and when
the sender’s address is on the envelope,
But the cages of letters not so stam
with the sender’s address are still without
remedy. In excuse of'the apparent rough-
ness of the remedy it may be said that the

ent has foeund it exceedingly dif-

ficult to frame a system under which the

small fines on such letters could be collect-
ed in our ly peopled sections. At-
tention will given to the matter, but it
is unlikely that any serious change can
easily be made. e revenue might be
affected by any changes of consequence,
and in any case the public accounts would
ve to complicated. In the United
tes, letters are sent forward,it is under-
stood, and fines collected, but the system

is pursued under serious difficulties. o

Shippers Interviewed on the Mail's
News from Liverpool.

THE TRADE AT A STANDSTILL.

The Mail's special cable despatch from
England, published yesterday, to the effect
that, in consequence of the arrival at Liver-
pool of a cargo of American cattle suffering .
from pleuro-pneumonia, the British Gov-
ernment had prohibited: the landing of
American cattle at British pors, created
great excitement among the cattle export-
ers in this city, and a suspension of busi-
ness was the i iate consequence. As

A reporter of The Mail called yesterday
afternoon at the office of Messrs. T. Craw-
ford & Co., cattle: , St. Lawrence
Market. Mr. Crawiford said that he had
read the cable: despatch” in 7he Mail, and
that he supposed 1t referred to a cargo of
285 head of cattle which he had shipped
from Portland for Liverpool, on the stegmer
Ontario, of the Dominion Line, on or about
the 14th inst. The caftle, before leaving
this side of the Atlantic, had been :ex-
amined by a competent inspector twice, once
at Montreal and once at Portland, and had
been Eronounoed and - certifjed to be'in a
most healthy condition. They arived at
Liverpool on the 25th. On Monday last
Mr. Crawford received a despatch from his
agent at Liverpool, saying that the cattle
had been detained by the Government.in-
spector, and yesterday the agent intimated
that the®cattle had been condemned and
slaughtered in port. Mr, Crawiord, who
saw a great many of the cattle before they
were shipped, cannot account fer their con-
demnation, as, to use his own words, ‘‘ no
healthier cattle were ever put aboard a
ship.” He entertains the supposition that
the disease, {)leuro-pneumonia, broke -out
among several American. cattle, which were
included in the shipment, 'and was. gon-
tracted from them by the Canadian catfle.
During the voyage, : which was a very
stormy one, ninety“head were lost, but
whether Canadian or American cattle is not
at present known,

he office of the Toronto Cattle Export-
ing Company was next visited. ere
were half a dozen exporters in the room,
and all were united in protesting against
the embargo placed upon the Canadian ex-
peort trade by the British Government. One
gentleman said it was ridiculous to con-
emn Camadian cattle, as they were free
from any kind of disease, and in guality
were equal to, if ,they did not surpass,
cattle imported from any other country.
The disease which had broken out amon
American cattle was confined to a
district in the neighbourhood of Washing-
t&‘n. mmhere was no evidence to show

& it spread, ormlprendmg' , in the
West or North. He considered

British cattle dealers, who found that com-
petition with the Canadian exporters
materially affected their profits.
Canadian exi)orf.ers—and the trade is al-
most controlled by two firms in this city—
wish it fo be distinctly understood that
they have no connection whatever with the
American dealers. The cattle shipped by
them is purely Canadian, bred in this Pro-
vince, free from taint, and as prime cattle
as can be got anywhere. - The order -of the
British Government has puyk a stop to all
dealings in cattle at presént, as British
agents have telegraphed to cease shipments.
As they are under great expense dAily, the
dealers wish the Canadian Government to
communicate immediately with the Home
Government, and ascertain if some arrange-
ment can be come to, whereby Canadian
cattle may be landed at English ports
without prejudice.
