WASHINGTON, May 15.
"Rear Admiral Sims robbed Ameri­

can destroyer crews of the credit due 
them, by leaving the investigation of 
their combats with submarines to the 
British Admiralty," Secretary Daniels 
to-day told the Senate Naval Investi­
gating Committee. Had he known 
that American officers were not re­
viewing circumstances of battles be­
tween American vessels and U-boats, 
he would have peremptorily ordered 
the Admiral to adopt that course. 
Admiralty reports, and awards to 
Americans, were accepted by Sims, 
Daniels said, although the British de­
manded absolutely conclusive proof 
before giving the credit for the sink­
ing of a submarine in the ease of an 
American vessel, while using a less 
rigorous stndard in the case of Brit­
ish ships.

CANONIZATION CEREMONIES.
ROME, May 14.

Solemn ceremonies for the Canon­
ization of Gabriel Possenti and Marie 
Alacoque were held in St Peter’s 
yesterday. Pope Benedict was carried 
in a chair of state-to the Cathedral, 
being surrounded by a gorgeous group 
of ecclesiastics, officials of the dvll 
and military courts of the Vatican, 
and members of the Sacred College. 
Gabriel Possenti, one of the Passion­
ate Fathers, was renowned for his 
Sanctity and Miracles, ge was bora 
at Assisi, Italy. March 1. 1838, and 
died Feb. 27, 1862. He was buried at 
Isola Dt Gran Sasso. Marguerite Marie 
Alacoquç was a French Nun of the 
years of the seventeenth century. She 
was the founder of the worship of 
the Sacred Heart of Jesus.

FAMED FOB A DAY.
HYTHE, May 14.

The quaint village of Hythe, on the 
English Channel, five mllee west of 
Folkestone, with Its red roofed hous­
es clustered on the green .bille 
stretching up from the sea, is crowd­
ed to-night with British and French 
officiale, who have come here to be 
In close proximity to the British and 
French.Premiers when they enter In­
to conference to-morrow at the near­
by village of Lympne, with regard to 
the details of the approaching meet­
ing of members of the Supreme Coun­
cil with German leaders at Spa, Bel­
gium.

The grounds 
of the home of Sir Philip Sassoon at 
Lympne, where David Lloyd George, 
the British Prime Minister, is resting, 
are being guarded by police and ad­
mission to the precincts of the vil 
lage is refused to all persons except 
members of Lloyd George’s official 
family. Lloyd George has not re­
covered from the Illness which 
brought him to the country and he 
spent most of the day in bed. He 
however, was waiting on the steps of 
the Sassoon home to greet Premier 
Mlllerand and his party, which in­
cluded H. Francois Marsal, French 
Minister of Finance, when they ar­
rived from Folkestone, where they 
landed from a torpedo boat destroyer. 
The French statesmen were greeted 
at the docks by J. Austin Chamber- 
lain.

LONDON, May 14.
A decision by the Government to 

make an early appeal to the country 
by a general election In an effort to 
fix upon a definite Irish policy, has 
been reached, according to rumors 
current in London last night, but in 
well Informed circles these rumors 
are ridiculed, and as yet there has 
been nothing to confirm them.

ABOUT ARMENIA.

LONDON, May 14.
The War Office, in a communique 

issued to-night announced It haa no 
confirmation of reports that the 
Ukrainians have occupied Odessa or 
any other important town. Armenia, 
the War Office reports, has rejected 
the ultimatum of Azerbaijan, and is 
concentrating troops to repel the ex*- 
pected attack. Rumors that the Ar­
menian Republic has surrendered to

The communique says Ar­
menia is negotiating tor an alliance 
with Georgia, and has applied to the 
Entente for aeeietance.
