Each summer and early fall num­

reason why the hardware stores handle 
beeswax was explained the other day 
by a prominent wholesale dealer. It ap­
pears that all through the south, as 
well as in other parts of the country, 
the tin peddlers swap their wares for 
beeswax, which they get very cheap.

They make a nice profit on their tin­
ware in the trade, and they also get a 
profit on the beesevax when they turn 
it over to the retailers in hardware. 
The beeswax passes from them to the 
wholesale hardware men in the cities, 
and they ship it in barrels to New 
Yrork. Wholesale hardware dealers 
often receive notices from customers 
that they have shipped a certain num­
ber of barrels of beeswax to apply on 
account. Beeswax is always a staple 
article and in the trade is just as good 
as cash at all times.

Like many other goods, it sometimes 
fluctuates in price, but there is always 
a steady demand for it at the market 

i value. Before the patent hives and 
' honeycombs carne into use some years 

ago the wholesale price of beeswax 
j was 25 cents a pound. Where large 

numbers of bees were kept the patent 
. comb was used, r nd the consequence 

was that the bees didn t have to man­
ufacture any comb, and in the course 
of a year the production wax decreas­
ed so much that the price went up to ! 
70 cents a pound wholesale. It went 
even higher than that for a while, and j
