Be it resolved, that the following resolu-
tion be passed, and that a copy thereof be
forwarded to the hon.the speaker of the
house of commons of Canada:

That the legislature of the province of
British Columbia extremely regret the dis-
allowance of the act for the prevention of
the immigration of Chimese passed at its
last session. The disallowance of the act,
aceording to the correspondence, did not
proceed from a view of its being unoonati-
tutional, but because the act was regarded
as inexpedient.

The Chinese
population chiefly consist of male adults
and thus—without the responsibility of
providing for a family—they come in un-
fair competition with white labor.

They are slaves or coolies of the Chinese
race, accustomed to live on the poorest fare
and in the meanest manner, and henoe their
presence tends to the degradation of the
white laboring classes.

Their presence exerts & baneful influende
in restricting the immigration of white
labor, and especially in the class of house
gervants who will not be brought into ocon-
tact with this race.
