tured in Philadelphia from Doc Gorman.
Bank note paper had previously been put-
chased in Philadelphia, and when the plates
were secured the two started for the rendez-
vous at a farm house in Illinois, just across
the river from Nashville, Jowa, Mason kept
Secretary Bristow posted, sending him sam.
ples of the notes as they were printed. Har-
wood was aulglequently arrested for passing
the counterfeits, Mason by Bristow’s direc-
tion purc}xued Harwood’s valise, contaiping
$22,700 in countesfeit moncy, for 85600 in
8ood money of one Jenny Woodwari,

Mason next undertook the capture of Pete
McCarty, alias Judd, chief of the western
eang, and Levi, his brother. A terrible en=
counter took Elnce in 4 St. Louis boarding
house, when he attempted to arrest them,
and he failed in the effort, The trio were
arrested for rioting, and ‘the lstter was
released on the statement by Chief Wash.
hurn chat he was acting for the secret ser-
vice bureau. The counterfeits were found
in the McCartys’ rooms. Mason was sent
to a hospital, where ho remained for a Week.

Mason’s troubles began mbout this time,
Washburn refusing to acknowledge his ser-
vices. He was trying under Woods’ direc.
tions, to effect the captare of Adam Worth,
when it was arranged thatbe should be
stimulated by a scare, and George W, Wash-
burn, a cousin of the chief of the division,
exceeded the program and arrested him
with counterfeits in his possession He
was convicted and only released junuary

Altempt to Wreck a Trailn on the Iater-

Hautrax, April 30—After the last train
of emigrauts ex Parisian, bound west, had
passed Truro on Satyrday evening, some
villaiz broke the key of < the northern
switch in the Truro railway yard and threw
open the poiuts, Then this action having
reversed the signalso as to show “‘danger” up
the line, Le climed the signal staff and
twisted the lights back to “aﬁ right.” Con-
sequently the freight train from Moncton
which artived a shott time later ran off the
points between the siding and the main
live, tore up the siding for some distance,
precipitating the locomotive against a bank
and totally wrecked it, with the tender and
three cars, Fortunately the train hands got
on top of the box car and jumped clear, so
that no one was injared. - The loss is said
to be about ten thousand dollars, The mis-

The Resuit of a_Selsure of the Wrong

“The Irish convention,” - said the gentle-
man, “was_as much of 8 puezle as a disap-
pointment, There were the best of reasons
for ' expecting ' & fow.
