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PEUPLE WHO ARE WORTH WATOHING.

In a report presented to the trades and
labor council on Friday evening last, refer-
ence is made to the growing evil of theim-
portation into Canada of people, who once
they are here, are fated to become & burden
on the country, The various labor organ-
izations could not be better employed than
in attending to this matter; and in pressing
upon our representatives both dominion
and provincial, the necessity of ventilating
it thoroughly, in parliament and assembly.
We have already had too much assisted
emigration for this country’s good; snd all
that we have had is nothing to what we soon
will have if we do not better ourselves. This
year we have had a “few waves of it coming
upon our shores; next year it will be upon
us like a flood. The trades council report
refers to a recent instance of some seven-
teen poor immigrants having to seek shelter
in police station No. 2 in Toronto; which is
just a slight foretaste of what is coming.

A certain reference in s recent article of
ours on this subject appears to bave been
misunderstood by s contemporary, We
said that, in connection with this pauper
immigration business, it was important to
watch it well, to search down to the bottom
of what is going on, ani to find out, if pos-
sible, who they are that are making money
byit. In these words we had no refereunce
whatever to anybody in this country; or, to
be more exact, to anybody properly belong
ing to Cangla, We have many visitors hete
from the old country who interest themf
selves greatly in assisted emigration from
home, and it is not uncharitable to surmise
that some of them, at all events, are not
wholly stirred by philanthropic motives,
Most unquestionably there is money in this
assisted emigration business, and it will be
something to wonder at if the man to make
the money out of it, and to put itin his
purse, be not forthcoming.  The oceasion
breeds the man, when the opportunity
comes the schemers to take advantage of it
will quickly be forthcoming. And that the
opportunity is-present now in great force
nobody who takes heed to the news from
England can doubt.

There are in the mother country two dif-
ferent interests, both active and powerful,
aod both exceedingly snxious to get rid ot
the poor whom tkey have with them. One
of theee is the large landed proprietors; the
other is the parish authorities or boards of
guardians, The latter would gladly give
five, or ten, or perhaps twenty pounds per
head to get rid of the poor whom they have
to provide for; while some of the former
would not grudge a hundfed poundsa
head to get rid of the poor people who, in
their view, encumber - their lordly ‘estates,
On many large estates the policy is steadily
pursued of decreasing every year the extent
of arable land and increasing that of pas-
ture; slso of clearing the people off to cre
ate immense game preserves, The country
is going ropidly to grass and game preser ves,
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dumped upon Canadian ground in one year,
orin one month perhaps. Why, if this
sort of thing is to be, we may as well frame
a Canadian noor law at once, and get ready
to tax ourselves with a poor-rate for e
maintenance of old country paupers. We
shall not readily believe, nor have we eve!
said, that any Canadian, or any one proper:
ly belonging to Canada, either in or cut o
office, would countenance such unpaiiiotic
folly and wickedness together as this would
be. But let the Canadian people be well
warned that there are in the mother country
any number of shrewd, stirring customers,
with a keen eye for the main charce, who
will “see their golden opportunity in the
almost despeiate anxiety of landowners and
parish suthorities to get rid of their poor.
If anybody thinks we are putting this case
100 strongly, we reply—just wait a little
Jonger; and you will see reason for saying
that we did not put it half strongly enough.
