A correspondent, J. T. C., writes to The 
World from Douglas Inland, ais.h-el 
lows :

“Way up here in Alaska, thousands of 
miles from Toronto, are a number of Cana­
dians, and our friends send us quite a few 
Canadian papers, but none are more welcome 
than The World. I thought I would write 
yon a few lines about Alaska and this place 
•in particular. The trio up is a fine one; the 
scenery is grand, especially the glaciers. 
They look like rirrfra at a distance. T 
la of a bluish color and is moving all the 
time.

After a voyage of four days we reached 
Juneau. It is a small mining town, has one 
principal street with the usual number of 
general stores, saloons, etc. Douglas Island, 
or Douglas, is directly across from Juneau, 
and on it is the celebrated Treadwell gold 

. mine, named after the discoverer, Treadwell, 
a Canadian. It is now owmad by 
the Alaska Treadwell Gold Mining Com­
pany. The mine is like a large quarry. 
They get ont between six and seven hundred 
ton of ore each day. The quartz mill is the 
largest in the world, 240 stones, and runs 
day and night, Sundays and holidays, ex­
cept 4th July and Christmas. The men 

day to night work every Mo­
nday. The company employs about 

200 men. Indians do the rough work. The 
mill, boarding house, eta., are lighted by 
electricity, eighteen arc and 136 incandes­
cent lamps.

The days are short in winter, only about 
■even hours daylight, but it makes up for 
that in summer; then the days are very long, 
only four hours of darkness. It is not as 
cold in winter as in Toronto, but we have 
high winds and it raine nearly all the time. 
Last summer a tourist asked one of the In­
dians if it always rained here. He said, “Oh 
no; sometimes it snows,” and he was right. 
We do not see the son for mouths, and as a 
rule it rains all summer.

“The other day I was watching an Ameri­
can survey boat coming np the harbor, when 
an Indian came up to me and, pointing to 
the boat, said, ‘King George f meaning did 
it belong to England. I said, ‘No ; Boston 
man.’

“This being the Qneen’s Birthday (God 
bless her), we feel a little homesick when we 
think of the good old days when with the 
Queen’s Own we went off on one of their 
delightful tripa I have been away from 
Canada for years,, but still have the same 
respect for the good old flag, and have not 
become a citizen of tbe United States. I 
hope to go back this fall, and have no desire 
to roam again as long as Canada is ruled by 
the Union Jack.

“Here whisky is not allowed to be brought 
In, but there is plenty of it just the same. 
Canadian whisky, smuggled from Fort 
Simpson, bottles with the Government stamp 
on sell for $3, others at $2.25, but Gooder- 
bam & Worts would not know their 
whisky by the'time it gets here, Tbe Ameri­
can Government issue licenses to sell it once 
it is in, of course only to white people.

“Good men can always get work here ; 
wages are good, but my advice to Canadians 
is to remain in Canada if they can get any­
thing to do there, as you en "
