And so complete
is the system of ventilation and of forced
currents of air that even while the building
was crowded to its utmoss capacity the
temperature within was more agreeable
than without the building. When such ad-
vantages as these, which are essential in the
holding of .conventions, are added to the
general attractions of the city it is easy to
see why Toronto must be recgnized as the
convention city of Canada. Indeed, for its
population there is nota city in America
better adapted for large gatherings ot
people.

The World has recently been trying to
arouse the attention of the citizansﬁot To-
ronto to the fact that our police system is
run by = gang of persecutors. Mr. Kelly’s
arrest yesterday is another strong link in
the evidence we have produced to justity
our criticism. Here are a few ‘facts that
haverecently come under our notice:

Six men were summoned by the police
for driving & vehicle in contravention of
the Lord’s Day Act.

A citizen named Oxley appeared before
the police officials and applied for a sum-
mons against one Brown for a breach of the
Lord’s Day Act. The evidence in the two
cases was exactly the same, but the police
refused to issue ths summons:— If they
were justified in summoning Keélly’s drivers,
they certainly were not fuscified in re-
fusing to issue a summons against Brown.
The attention of the police and of\ Mayor
Kennedy, & police commissioner, Wwas.
geveral . times directed to this one-
sided administration of the law. Yet
they did nothing until it was evident that
a public investigation would be held to lo-
cate the responsibility for what was in
reality an act of persecution. Aund what
was done then? The charge against the
six drivers was withdrawn. That was the
means the Mayor, as Police Commissioner,
took to square himself before the public.

Another fact to justify our criticism of
the police occurred yesterday, when In-
spector Archabold gave another proof of his
reputation for overbearing insolence. Mr.
Kelly of bus notoriety was driving his
family in a van to church in the morning,
when they - were all, babies included, ar-
rested by Inspector Archabold and taken to
the police station. Inspector Archabold
made this arrest without having in his pos-
one tittle of evidence to justify 1t.
