Only 14 Ex-Employes of the Torento Postal
and Customs Departments in the Re~
celpt of Superannuation Allowanees.

The recent outery by the Dominion
Opposition as to the number of form-
er employes of the Government ]
are drawing superannuation. allowances
led The World to investigate the facts
so far as Toronto is concerned.

Asked what number of persoms still
survived who were once on full pay in
the Toronto postoffice, the Postmaster
replied: “There are .all told ' eleven
persons now e¢njoying superannuation al-
lowances who once worked in the To-
ronto postoffice, of which the available
staff is considerably over two hundred
men. The - eleven receive an aver-
age of something under $600 per an-
num; their average dge is over 60 years,
and their average service years,
“There isn’t much the matter with this
record, is there?” said ‘the Postmaster.
“If the pensioning of old servants is to be
recogniged at all, and I think it is sol
more or less everywhere, I don’t see that |
Canada has much cause to complain of
this office. There are half a dozen let-
ter esrriers doing full duty who are
between 60 and 70 years of age, and
some of these must; I fear, very soon be
added to the list; and then, I presume,
it is not desirable that they shoulé
starve, if they have been able to save
nothingrduring their period of service.”,

In an interview with Mr. John Small
(the collector) and Mr. McCafiry, it
was learned that the Custom House staff
is over 80; that three others are re-
ceiving superannuation allowances, whose
ages average about 72, and get an|
average of about $700 _per annum.
