Sir,—As will be seen by advertisemert in
your issue of this date, a special committee
of the citizens of Calgary (of which I have
the honor to be one) have taken the re-
sponsibility of calling a mass me~ting of the
inhabitants of the District of A!berta, to be
held at the Theatre Hall on Saturday after-
noon, she 29th of November, at 2 o’clock,
for the purpose of discussing matters of pub-
lic interest to the northwest territories gen-
at‘ally, and more pamicularly as they relate
to ouwr own District of Alberta, and also of
considering the advisability of seuding one
or more delegates to Ottawa to confer with
the Goverument during the approaching
Session of the Domiunion Parliament. Cir-

culars will be sent to the outlying districts
inviting their co-operation and attendance
at the meeting, and it is earnestiy to be
hoped in the present crisis of our afiairs that
a large number of our representative men
will attend and give their views upon those

connected with the ad vancement aud pros-
perity of this new couutry.

The different towns in Assiniboia are
already moving in this matter, and it would
ill-become Calary—destined, as I believe
to become the Queen City of the West—to
be lagging behind her neighbors in the march
of progress. There will be many subjects of
importance submitted for the conside ration
of this meeting to which I will not now
allude to in-detail, not the least important
of which will be the advisability of “sending
suitable delegatos to Ottawa to lay before
the Government our wants and wishes. I
am a strong believer in the beneficial results
effected by delegates, Memorials and pes
titions, no matter how abiy drawn or strong
ly recommended, are apt to receive the
stereotyped reply familiar to all ministers
that ‘‘they would receive due consideration,’
and then they afe pige neholed, along with
hundreds of théir predecessrs, but a live
persistent delegafe is not s> easily put aside,
and very often he will gamn &%s point as the
widow did with the unjust Jullze in Biblical
history by reason of her importunity.
