QEKESIS.

THE HISTORY OF JOSEPH

Chapter 37.—Of all the great personages men-
tioned in the old testament as embleroaticalin their
lives w.*d actions of the Messiah, no one bore so
striking and continued a resemblance to him, as
the innocent, long persecuted, and finally exalted
Joseph. His very name in Hebrew, is the same
with that of the Redeemer ; for Joseph is Jesus,
and signifies the Saviour, He waslike our Saviour,
1the beloved of his father, and hated on that account
iby his envying brethren. His mysterivus dreams
not only betokened his future grandeur ; butshew-
¢J him as the representative of the Redeemer, the
object of adoration to his blessed mother aud repu-
ted father, and o ali his brethren, or mankind,
whose nziure he had assumed. Their homage paid
to bis sheaf, alludes to their dependance upon him
for bread ; and, in the spiritual sense, to the hom-
age due by all to bis sheaf, the corn of the clect.—
Zach. 9, 17,—the living bread, wit hwhich the
prefigurcd Jeseph would one day supply bis family. -
~Joha 6, 59.

Joseph vas sent by his father to look after his
brethren and their flocks. He answered, 7 am
ready. Jesus Christ, equally ready, was also sent
by his heavenly father to look after the shepherds
and the sheep of Istacl.  Joscph found not his breth-
ren where they should have been: for they had
strayed as Israel did, from Sickem {0 Dothain.—
On sceing him yet afar off, they sought to kill him,

for they bore hit a grudge, for having accused thew
