Bannack Lisraries.—During the last three
yeuss, Barrack Libraries have been established
for the use of our army beth at home and abroad,
and liberal funds to maiotain them bave been vo-
ted by Parliament, These librayies are open from
twoo’clock to eight, and the soldicrs who wish to
avail themselves of the nnan%fment pay 2 sub-
scription of one penny & month. Strict regula-
tions are eslablished for the due preservation of
the books, which, under certain conditions, are
aliowed to be taken by the men to their quarters.
The system has worked admirably, the number
of subscribers rapidly increases, and the library,
and the benches at its entrance, are crowded with
attentive readers. Very many are the instances
in which young men, the whole of whose vacant
time was formerly spentin the alehouse, have
shaken off their habits of i ntemperance, and be-
came zealous apd regular students. Great judg-
ment has been shown by our military authorities
in the selection of the books. Some are of a
grave and religious nature, many are historical,
many scientific, those relating to tracts and voy-
ages are numerous, and a large proportion are
works of imagination, both prose and verse.

RETRIBUTION IN THIS WORLD.
A HISTORICAL FACT.

TroveH God reserves the completion of his work
of retribution, till the epening of another world,
he sometimes makes a déginning here. And those
instances of retribution in this vyorld which he has
scattered along the course of time, it is wise for
us 1o observe. .

One of the most remarkable series of religious
persecutions have been experienced in France,and
there God’s retributive providences have been ag
remarkable. Provoked by the rapid growth of.
Protestantism in that kingdom, the adversary ori-
ginated a scheme for cl.ltting off, at once, the
whole Protestant population of the kingdom. The
scheme was planned in a time of apparent tran.

uillity, two years before its execution, when
(ll‘rotcslanla were -expecting notl!mg of the kind.
The bloodfwork began at midnight of St. Bar~
tholomew?s day, 1572, when multitudes of unsus-
pecting and unoffending Protestants had been as.
sembled in Paris, under false pretences. The
first victim was Admiral Coligny ; and his death
was the signal for 60,000 armed men to rush to the
work of blood. One of these boasted that he kill-
ed ac hundred with hisown band. The work
thus commenced in Paris, spread through the
kingdom. And according to President Edwards.
in the space of 30 years from that time, there had
been martyred in France, 39 princes, 148 counts,
233 barons, 147,518 gentlemen, and 760,000 of
the common people, i. e., nearly a million in all.

But the retribution which came upon the au-
thors and instruments of this bloody work, was
manifest. Tidings of the doings of St. Bartholo-
mew’s day came to the ears of TJobn Knox, while
he drew near his end. And he uttered in view
of it, words which the event made prophetic.
He said—« Sentence is pronounced in Scotland
against that murderer, the king of France, and
God’s vengeance shall never depart from his
house ; but Tis name shall remain an execration %o
posterity ; and none that shall come of his loins,
shall enjoy that kingdom in peace.”” The event
veiified the prediction. The king who com-
manded this stupendous slaughter of the people
of God, and who sent a messenger to Ronic, to
tell the Pope that the Seine flowed on more ma~
jestically after receiving the bodies of the mur-
dered beretics -this king, who left the scene of
the birth of his first born to witness the execution
of Protestants—this man, hardened as he was,
was ever alter visited with fearful compunctions.
His physician relates, that after the fatal deed,
the king often confessed, that from the beginning
of the massacre, he felt as if ke had been in &
high fever ; and that the figures of the murder-
ed, with their faces besmeared with blood, seem-
ed to siart every moment before his ¢yes, both
when he slept and while awake. This mental an-
guish the wretched man endured for three years,
and then died of a strange, bloody disease, which
may be said to have wrapped him in blood !

Of the chief persons who were engaged in the
Pdrisian massacre, many, if not the most, fell by
a violent death, in the space of two years. The
Duke d>Aumale and Cosseins, who first entered
the chamber of Coligny, on the errand of blood
three masters of the camp, not a few lords an
gentlemen, above 60 captains, and notless than
20,000 common soldiers, were slain &t Rochelle.
And in still another form the kingdom was visited
with the rod. The restraints which the Protes-
tant religion had exerted, being in a great mea-
sure removed, a delnge of crime btoke forth,’and
the nation was made fo fee]l the presence of en
angry God. Verjly there is a God that judgeth
in the earth !—Puritan.
