We have often noticed that many people look
upon wheir religious duties a3 80 many irksome
qaaks to be got rid of as quickly as poasible,jusy
42 anything elee would be that ia tiresome aund
dissgreeable. There are no donbt many dilfer-
ons sauses for this unnatural stase of mind ; we
will not, however, astempt to dive down into
the deep mysteries of many souls bay refer
priefly o one or two causes of ¢his straunge dis
taste for religion which bave come more eape:
cially under our personal notice. ;

ror instance, we thick that very often we
make a grave mistake with our children. Par-
ents and others frequently ‘punish the faults of
{he young who are under their charge by giviue
them religious tasks, They set them 8o many
words, sentences or psges to learn out of soma
sacred book, or give them some prayers to re-
cite, This we cousider a grave error,as religicn
is thus early associaved in the children’s mind
with punishment ipstead of vleasure. Tumn
statement of ours may be objected to on tke
yround that in Confesrion, precizely the
me thiog is dome by the priesy
of God, who generally gives some prayer or
act of devosion a3 & penance for the ains con-
feased. There is,however,s distinct difference in
thia, firat of all, the penance for children is but
Jlight, and secondly, ia impozed upon the little
penitenss by wise and kind priests with such
sweetness that the irksomeneas to which we re-
fer does 1ot exist in such cases. For instance,
a child confesses to a priest 2ome tiny childish
pecoadillos ; the good Father sees the microsco-
pic defects in the little soul betore him and
knows that if mob checked now, they may be-
come in later years great sius or even crimes.
Ho therefore gently points out simple worde,
snitable for the understanding of the listle peni-
tent before him, tLat God will nos love him if
he do nob try o avaid auch faults, and then the
good priest, perhaps, goes on to speak of the
sweetmess and holiness of the Innocent Jesus
and the tender regazd thas He and His beauti-
ful mother have for children who try to over-
coms their faults, 'The little ooe who fis
kneeling in the confessional 1 eoftened and

* souched ; the aacrament of penance is a pleasure
pot & pain to him, and when the priest gives
him a short prsyer or two to ssy, as an atone-
ment or reparation of the faults he has confessed
he goes away happy, and as he kneels before
the Bleazed Sasrament, or ab our»Lndy'u altar,
his little sonl is filled with joy and penance is
very often a sweet pleasare to him. There is
nothing irksome in such a religioua act, nothing
whatever that can make a child feel a distaste
for devotion. No, with wisdom and discretior,
children can essily be made to desire to go to
confeasion or perform any of the other religioua

" duties, But the self-tame acta if they are forced
upon children’s minds unwisely, may produce
precizely opposite resulta.

Thus, suppose Master Tommy Scapegrace
had done somethine naughty at home, and his
father, full of virtuous wrath, had stopped him
just as he was off to plsy base ball with the

other boys, and took him off to Confession in-

stead. What wonld Tommy have thought of
that Sacrament? Why, the seed of religious
dislike would there and then be avwn in Lis
augry little sonl, Stop his base ball if yon wish,
but don’s associate any devotional act with bit-
terneas to him,

For the same reason we deprecate any punish-
menta either at home or achool which takes the
form of so mapy lines ar verses out of any sacred
book, Our little friend Tommy must bs punish-
od of conrse, but if you want to give him words
to write out, or long linea to learn, chooee some
dry old spelling book or histury of the mouldy
paat, but do avoid making any religious booka
an awfal penance to the poor little obap.

Then, again, in teaching him his religion
make 16 as plessant as possible, We are glad
40 say that the tendency ab our schcols is in
this direotion. WWe have found out that instruo-
tlon, like the powders of our childhcod, ia easi-
1y swallowed if something aweet be added. In
many homes, however, this pleasant way of in-
structing children in their religion, ie still an
unknown science. Some people indeed, force
large doses of catechitm down tbeir onildren,
juat as they do cestor oil or rhubarb, A very
great mistake ; and wa should advise all such
stern or mistaken parents o attend a childron’a
mission and see how the wise and experisnoed
priests goax religious knowledae into the minds
of the little ones, Xnfinite truths ‘are wrapped
up in such gay. parcelé that the children swal-
low them aa they wonld so many. bon-bons, - ...

One word more, As your children grow up
-don't overdo religion, don't force them to church
oo often. - 'We have known :many instances of

WHAT FAITH CAN ACCOMPLISH.

A Church in- North Carelina Built by Three
Girls.

It wasin the spring ot 1857 that shree Caiho-
lia qirls (graduates of St. Josepb's, Emmets-
burg, and converts to eur holy religion), con-
oceived the idea of building & mmnall shurch to she
homor #nd glory of God in the town of Edenton,
N.C. The few Catholics (twelve in number)
were compelled to worship in a small room in
one of their houses, whers, rometimes onece a
year a missionary Priest came to offer up the
Holy 8acrifive and administer the Sacraments.
The waat of a house dedioated to Gnd was deep-
ly felt by them ; yet their poverty aud slender
means rendered such a tuilding impoesible, and
God, in His wisdom and mercy, inspired theae
young converts to begin the great work, In the
wilds of North Carolina and among Prodestanta
of every persuasion, they sst to work without a
farthing in their pockets, The project was at
firat proposed to the missionary Priest by the
youngest of the three girla, He anawered with
a smile, ** Yon poor child —do you expect to
make & mountain ond of a mole hill " * Yee,”
she replied, ‘' St. Theresa (when about to
build ber convent) said: * Theresa and ten
ducats can do pnothing; but God, Theresa
and ten ducats will build a oconvent;' and she
was sure that God and three girls could build &
church.” The good priest was incredulouns, and
said be would have nothing to do with it, Nob
daunted by this refusal, the young lady deter-
mined to apply to her Protestant father, which
she did, ani received from him not only bis sp-
proval, but 8100 in money to begin the work.
She went at once to Baltimore, and appesled to
Axchbishop Kendrick, telliog bim her projecs,
plans, hoper and fears, The suswer of the
Most Rev. Archtishop deeerves to be written in
letters of gold. Placing a 820 gold piece in her
hand, be said : ** Go, my little apstle, with my
abundant blessing ; yon will succesd, with the
halp of God,” and writing « letter, requesting
the sesistance of hia entire congregacvion, be
sbarted the little beggar on her firat miesion for
God, saying: ‘' Be sure, my child, to put the
insults in your heart, and the money in your
pocket.,” Away she wert, from house to house,
and from door to door, her heart being oftener
the recipient than her pocket; for many doors
were shut in her.face without waiting to hear
her appeal. Fearing nothing, and hoping all
things, she journeyed through the entirs city,
day after day, week after week, and had the

Such are just the pecple who rurely
drop anyshing buv pennien into tie plate ; but
if occasionally they give a dollar or so toward a
special work, they do so with as much flourish
as if it were at least ten or twenty, They are
indeed the mean critics.

Then, let ns all give with a good hears toward
our-church, according to each one’s means, be
they large or small. In this respect the Ohurch
leaves us absolute freedom, 20 that all are free
to exercise their own judgment in the matter.—

The land which bad been ‘“promised to
bher by her father waa Becured in the
h'ghest and best located part of town.
Our good priest, Rev. Father Croghan, was at
once notified of our success. He cawme to Eden-
ton and made arrangements for the commence-
ment of the bmlding, which foundavion was
begun on the Feast of 83 Ubald, May 16th,
1857, the birthday of the little beggar, Our
Rev. Father was, no doubt pleased with this
beginning, yet he gave us no encouragement,
for ‘‘he was sure we would fail,” and being &
very timid man he dreaded the thought of debb.

The corner-
stone wae laid on the Feaat of St, Ann, by
Bishop Lynoh, of Oharleaton, who preached an
eloquent sermon to an nudieqca of sgvaral hun-
dred Protestants. The few Oatholios hovered
near him and with tears and prayers besought
our God to water with His precions blocd the
mustard seed 20 singularly and 8o wonderfully
planted ia this desert land.

feast of St Ann, July 1858, she first Mass was
said at Edenton in the church named for the
Mother of cur Immaculate Queen. A singular
incident oocurred en shet happy momn ; sz the
congregation knely at the altar rail to reseive
the Bread of Life (the firss recipient being one
of the converte, named Ann), just as the priest
advanced $o give the consecrated Hoat a beanti-
ful white dove flew in at the window, hovered
over the middle of the sanctuary, made one or
two revolutions above us, and went ous as the
Priest revurned to the altar. This was hailed
as the shadow of the Holy Spint resting upon
us, and a proof of His love for whom we had
labored eo faithfully, ‘Che church soon gained
converts, and the mustard seed bid fare to yield
a thonsand-fold. We already numbersd
twenty-seven converis when the war cams on,
and one after another our flock flad. The church
became the barracke of soldiers, and all that
waa valuable in it was atolen and sold at auction
among them. In this stats, with very lidtle re-
pair, it has rewained, until the present time.—

AN EXTRAORDINARY OUTRAGE.

A More Vindictive and Consclienceleas Bet of
Euemies Never Conspired Aguinst
Any Man.

In all the history of courts and criminal cases
we cannot recall an instance in which the forms
of justice have been perverted into persecution
in a msoper more remarkable than hss been ex-
hibited to Mr. Alexander Sullivan by a consider-
able portion of the press of Chicago, aud appar-
eutly by some of the agents of justice,

Mer. Sullivan is a lawyer of ability and pn:i:
tion. He haa lived in Chicago for many years
and is widely knowa thers. He is also promi-
nent among the Irish Nationalists who follow
Mr. Parnell. 1Ia former years, we are told, he
haa been a cousp cuoun as & Repablican poliri-
cian, It appcars that many months ago be
withdrew fromall connsotion with the Clan na-.
Gaalaud that he was not on friendly terms with
Dr. Oronin, the member of that Order who hus
lately been murdered.

As 2000 as the investigation into the murd.r
was comuenced by the Coroner’s jury greas
care was taken to attach suepicion to Mr,
Sallivan’s name. Half the reporters of Chicago
would appear to have been employed in thin
wairk, His bank accound was looked into, and
also his atook purchaseas, and, without inquiring
whether these operations had been made oa his
own account or for some client, the public
wero promplly assured that he had appropriated
o his own use a large sum uf money belonging
to the Irish cause, and that for this resson be
had taken partin the murder of Cromin, and
probably had even been the author of it, Finally
the Coroner's jury in their verdict introduced
his name as that of a man implicated and he
waa arrested ; but assoon as a Judge laid his
hands upon the so-oalled evidence,it was decid-
od that there waa nothing abtall inib to affecd
Mz, Sallivan, and that he must be released.

Released he wan aocordingly, but the Grand
Jury baving now commenced its inquiry into
the murder, the people of the country were
daily regaled with the information that new
evidence againet Sullivan had been discovered,
and that he was sure to be indicted, This was
reported daily, and the very day belore the re
presentment of the Grand Jury was made we
were notified that Sullivan was certain o be
included in it ; yetiwhen the papers were handed
up in court, there was in them nathing concern-
ing him, The Grand Jury had found no evi-
dence whatever to require his indictment, Yeb
the conspirators were not satisfied, and they
prompily resumed their function by reporting
thas the next Grand Jury would surely indict
My, Sullivan, and shat this one bad not done it
bécauss they had not had #ime o examine the
whole subject !

We have never known an instance which
ecemed to us more outrageous. If a)man is ac-
cused of  grave crime, and if a Grand Jury are
locking {nto the testtmony, it is ouly decent
that the reporters of the press and the press it-
self should hold off their hande and refrain from
all comment or discussion until the responsible
authorities have depided for themselvea whbab

disposed of by a regular trial, But, instead of
observing this rule, the journals and xeporbers
of Chicago, or at least a large portion of them,
haye trested the question az it they had been
retained for the side of the prosecation and were
bound to make up in loud assersion and orimi.

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MARCHING ON NICARAGUA.

Cesta Rican Troops on the Frentier Thirsting
for War—The Cause 61 the Trouble.

Nzw Yosx, July 4.—~A dpacial from Pacsms
sayn : ~Coets Eioaz tccupa ave marching rapldly
upon Nicsrsgus, and 8 war in which all the
Centras Awerican republics may begome em-
broiled i expested to break out st any moment.
It ia more than possible, also, thas the TUnited
Swutes Government msay be called upon to in-
verfers to protect its newly creaved intereits in
the Nicaragua canal. A formidsble body of
Costa Rican troops are alresdy massed on the
trontier,

The trouble arisen out of the old bovadary
dispute betwoen Costa Rica and Nicaragus,
which it was supposed had been settled by the
decision of ex-Praaident Oleveland Isst spring.
As will be remembere¥, the judgment was in
favor of Costa Rics. Nicarsgua ostensibly ae-
quiesced in the verdict, and the occasicn was
oelebrated throughons Central America as the
bappy dawp of an ers of peace.

Costa Rica offered to settle the
question by accepting an indemnity recoguizing
her righte in the San Juag, bub this was re-
fused, .
