Replying to your Committee’s demand, we beg to report
that at a previous meeting, held the 20th of May last, the
chief of the Fire department informed your  Committee
that Mr. Thomas McMahon, engineer of fire-station No. 1,
had resigned his position on account of ill health, such
resignation to take effect on the 1st of June next, and it
was resolved that the chief’s report be accepted.

According to the document signed by Mr. McMahon,
offering his resignation as member of the fire brigade,
which document was annexed to the resolution of your
Committee, it appears that Mr. McMahon entered the fire
brigade service on the 16th of May 1888, which would show
a little over twenty years service to the 1st of June 1908;
but we were informed that in 1897, Mr. McMahon was
absent from service for about two and a half months,
which would (taking into account said loss of time) render
his resignation effective only near the month of August
