ARTICLE V.

Paragraph (3) of the understandings stipulated in the Protocol of Exchangé
of Ratifications signed at Washington on the 28th day of July, 1937, shall be
amended to read as follows:

“That the Commission shall set up an Advisory Committee composed of

six persons from each country who shall be representatives of the variot®

branches of the industry including, but not limited to, purse seine, gill né%
troll, sport fishing and processing, which Advisory Committee shall b€
invited to all non-executive meetings of the Commission and shall be give?
full opportunity to examine and to be heard on all proposed orders
regulations or recommendations.” |

ARTICLE VI,

1. The Parties shall conduct a coordinated investigation of pink salmo?
stocks which enter the waters described in Article I of the Convention for th¢
purpose of determining the migratory movements of such stocks. That part ©
the investigation to be carried out in the waters described in Article I of th¢
Convention shall be carried out by the Commission.

2. Except with regard to that part of the investigation to be carried out
by the Commission, the provisions of Article III of the Convention with respe¢
to the sharing of cost shall not apply to the investigation referred to in this 1\
Article.

3. The Parties shall meet in the seventh year after the entry into forc ’

of this Protocol to examine the results of the investigation referred to in * 4
Article and to determine what further arrangements for the conservati?
of pink salmon stocks of common concern may be desirable.

ARTICLE VII.

Nothing in the Convention or this Protocol shall preclude the Commissi®®
from recording such information on stocks of salmon other than sockeyé€ oe
pink salmon as it may acquire incidental to its activities with respect to sockey
and pink salmon.

ARTICLE VIII,

The present Protocol shall be ratified and the exchange of the ins’crulfnents
of ratification shall take place in Ottawa as soon as possible. It shall o |
into force on the day of the exchange of the instruments of ratification.
