7. The rapid dispatch, taking into account existing facilities of articles menti(
in paragraph 5 above from the customs location in Bolivia, to project S
including the obtaining of priority by Bolivian forwarding and transporta
agents;

8. Permission to use ail means of communication such as frequency n~
transmitters and receivers approved in Bolivia and telephone and telegr
networks, depending on the needs of programs and projects;

9. Reports, records, maps, statistics and other information related to project5
likely to help Canadian personnel;

10. Other measures within its jurisdiction in order to eliminate all obste
hindering the execution of projects.
