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(c) the production, distribution, sale or exhibition of audio or video music

recordings;

(d) the publication, distribution, sale or exhibition of music in print or
machine readable form; or

(e) radiocommunications in which the transmissions are intended for direct
reception by the general public, and ail radio, television or cable
broadcasting undertaldngs and ail satellite programming and broadcast
network services.

ARICLE II

Comnensation fer Lse

Investors of one Contracting Party who suifer losses because their investments
or returns on the territory of the other Contracting Party are affected by an armeti
conflict, a national emergency or a natural disaster on that territory, shail be accorded
by such latter Contractîng Party, in respect of restitution, indemanification,
compensation, or other settlement, treatment no less favourable than that which it
accords to its own investors or to investors of any third State.

ARTICLE V

ExpWrdaton

1. Investments or returns of investors of cither Contracting Party shail flot be
nationalized, expropriated or subjected to measures having an effect, equivalent
to naticealizatice or expropriation (hereinafter referred to as "expropriation"~)
in thre territory of the other Contracting Party, except for a public purpose,
under due process cf law, in a non-discriminatory mariner and against prompt,
adequate and effective compensation. Such compensation shail be based ce the
genumne value of the investment or returns expropriated immediately before the
expropriatice or at the time the proposed expropriation became public
loeowlcdge, whichever is the carlier, shail We payable from the date of
expropriation at a normal commercial rate of interest, shall We paid without
delay and shall W eifectively realizable and freely transferable.

2. The investor affected shall have a right, under the Iaw of the Contracting Party
making the expropriation, to prompt review, by a judicial authority of that
Party, cf its cms and cf the valuation cf its investment or returns in
accordance with the principles set out in this Article.

3. In the case cf Canada, a "Judicial authority" for the purposes cf this Article
shall include any other competent administrative or quasi-judicial authority.
