
3. Except as provided in paragraphs 1 and 2,8a person who resides in the
territory of a Party and who is engaged therein in gomefment employment for
the other Party shall, in respect of that employment, be subject only to the
legisiation of the first Party.

ARTICLE 9

Exceptions

The competent authorities of the Parties or instiutions designatd by
these authorities May, by common agreement, modi1f' the application of the
provisions of Articles 6 to 8 with respect to any person or egories of persons.

ARTICLE 10

Definition of Certain Perlods of Residence
wlth Respect to the Legisiation of Canada

1. For the purpose of calculating the aniount of benefits under the OldAge
Security Act.

(a) if a person is subj ect tW the Canada Pension Plan or to the
comprehensive pension plan of a province of Canada during
any period of presence or residence in the territory of the
Republic of Poland, that period shail be considered as a period
of residence in Canada for that person; it shail also be
considered to be a period of residence in Canada for that
person's spouse or common-law partner and dependants who
reside witb himn or her and who are not subject to the
legisiation of the Republic of Poland by reason of employnient
or self-employment;

(b) if a person is subject Wo the legisiation of the Republic of
Poland, during any period of presence or residence i the
territoiy of Canada, that period shali flot be considered as a
period of residence in Canada for that person; it shail also flot
b. considered as a period of residence in Canada for that
person's spouse or common-Iaw partner and dependants who
reside with him or ber and who are not subject to the Canada
Pension Plan or to the comprehensive pension plan of a
province of Canada b>' reason of etnployment or
self-employment.
