to set in train the investigation and examination which I have
just outlined, and it is my fervent hope that it will commend
itself to the unanimous support of the Council . Our duty is

clear . The means to fulfill it are at our disposal . It

remains only that we should demonstrate the will to do so .

Here, at least, that will cannot be frustrated by the exercise
of any veto . Its expression can only be denied by our own
failure to accept the responsibility of responding to the
confidence vested in us by the overwhelming majority of the
international community .
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
