mittee you do have very sincere pople—they
are indeed useful.

If I seem to be a bit patronizing in my
remarks about Mr. O’Connell then I apologize
for it, but the people themselves were most
impressed with the way he listened to their
problems and was willing to dedicate a good
measure of his ability and his energies to
trying to present their problems to you. This
was most commendable.

I think it would be unfair, having made
some strong remarks—and I will continue to
do this as long as I am a member of Parlia-
ment and a member of the opposition—about
the Committee and about the Department, to
pass up an opportunity of this nature without
expressing our appreciation to the Chairman,
John Morison, and Mr. O’Connell and to
members of the Committee who were diligent
in their efforts to hear our grievances and our
representations and hopefully they will re-
ceive a very fair hearing from your Depart-
ment.
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Mr. Marchand (Langelier): I thank you very
much. I think it is a broadminded statement.
Mr. O’Connell just made a short report to me
and I am going to see him for the rest. I think
he understands very well the problems that
he was acquainted with during this trip. So
thank you very much. We will see about it.

Mr. Lundrigan: All right.

Mr. Marchand (Langelier): Of course, I
understand that you reserve all your rights to
be critical in the future but that is normal
and I accept that too.

The Chairman: I would just like to add one
point to what Mr. Lundrigan said that the
members from Newfoundland did most of the
planning. It was partly through the thought
that they put into that planning that we were
able to see points of interests and points
where I think we could make a contribution.
So if the trip was a success, which I think the
members believe it to be, it was due at least
50 per cent of the time to the co-operation of
the members from Newfoundland and the
other members from the Maritimes.

Mr. Marshall: Since you are throwing
around compliments, the part of the Commit-
tee that dropped off in my district was
chaired by Mr. Guay, and the only thing that
I can say is that I hope he does not move to
Newfoundland or run against me because he
became the most popular man in my district.
