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Would the Prime Minister be willing to
meet with officiaIs and representatives of the
Canadian Highway Safety Council with a
view to bringing about the ca-aperation o!
the provinces in this regard, and extending
further aid to this council which is doing s0
much for the people o! Canada as a whole?

Right Hon. L. B. Pearson (Prime Minister):
Mr. Speaker, I shall be very glad indeed to
meet this council which, as the right hon.
gentleman said, has been doing such good
work in this increasingly dangerous field. 0f
course this is a matter for provincial as well
as federal consideration, and the two levels of
govermnent are dealing with the matter. In
view of what the right hon, gentleman has
said I would be glad ta have such a meeting,
and perhaps ta see ta it that this matter is
brought Up at the next federal-provincial
conference.

Mr. Diefenbakcer: I hope the Prime Min-
ister is willing ta meet with the representa-
tives, because I understand they have en-
deavoured to arrange a meeting and have not
had it as yet. Could the Prime Minister give
us his assurance that he is willing ta have a
meeting with these representatives, who after
ail are doing voluntary work of inestimable
value on behaîf o! this country?

Mr. Pearson: I was not aware o! the fact
that they had not been able to have a meet-
ing with members of the government. I will
look inta the matter at once and will be glad
ta cail such a meeting.

Moreover, I think I
should take advantage of the oppartunity in
answering this question to repeat that not
only was an outstandîng firm of engineers
retained to supervise the actual job, but lin
addition extra provision was made for them
to retain a specialist in explosives. Provision
was made for retaining that specialist in
addition to the regular type of supervisory
work and in addition to paying them their
regular fees.
