Mr. McCleave: Mr. Speaker, I rise on a question of
privilege which I believe affects the rights of ail members
of the House and in particular the rights of the hon.
rnernber sponsoring this bill. As I understand the proce-
dure resulting frorn Your Honour's recognition of the
Parliamentary Secretary, it is that the sponsor of the bill
will not have an opportunity to speak on it unless he is
permitted to close the debate; he does not have the
opportunity to open the debate and explain is bill. In
view of the limits placed on private mernbers' hour, 1
believe tis precedent, if allowed to becorne practice,
would have serious consequences. I believe a great deal
of thought should be given to tis procedure before we
accept it. I hate to put rny question of privilege forward
in this language, but what has happened in the last f ew
rninutes is disturbing.

Mr. Deputy Speaker: Order, please. The hon. mernber
for Winnipeg North Centre (Mr. Knowles).

Mr. Knowles (Winnipeg North Centre>: Mr. Speaker, it
seems to me there is unnecessary confusion in respect of
this point of order. WThat happened was quite clear. The
hon. member for Burnaby-Richmond-Delta (Mr. Goode)
rnoved the second reading of his bull and the motion was
seconded by the hon. member for St. Boniface (Mr.
Guay). Because some of us were shouting "Carried," I
take it the hon. member who is sponsoring the bill
thought he might get it tbrough without speaking and he
therefore sat down. Ail he did was tip is hat, as the
book says, but that rneant he had spoken. So it was then
open to anyone to enter the debate, and Your Honour
quite properly recognized sorneone. I do not blame the
hon. member for trying to get his bull tbrough, but he has
lost is opportunity to speak at tis stage. He can speak
again to conclude the debate when we reach the end of
second reading, but that could be a year frorn next
March.
