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This bill has received considerable debate in committee,
but very little in the House. Although the minister com-
plains about the debate it has received in the House, I
thought the debate in the committee was a good one and
had purpose behind it. I suggest the motions we have put
forward are reasonable and practical and should be
accepted by the government if it is at all concerned about
increasing farm incomes above the poverty level. These
motions give real consideration to the problem of
increased cost of production and I see no reason why they
should not be accepted.

We all know that the three agricultural ministers of
Alberta, Saskatchewan and Manitoba have requested a
meeting with the federal minister to discuss the general
situation confronting agriculture. We know that a reason-
able attempt is being made to try to find a solution. If we
are to be reasonable in this House of Commons the least
the minister can do is allow this discussion to take place.
Surely there could be nothing wrong with adjourning the
debate at this point in order to allow this kind of represen-
tation to be made, as a result of which we could divide the
bill into two parts, pay out this money to the farmers and
at the same time give consideration to using as a base net
income rather than gross income. If this were done I think
everything would be perfectly all right.

Therefore, Mr. Speaker, I move, seconded by the hon.
member for Broadview (Mr. Gilbert):

That the debate on the report stage motions Nos. 1 and 2, Bill
C-244, be now adjourned.
