Hon. James A. McGrath (St. John's East): Madam Speak-
er, 1 have a point of order arising from a reply yesterday by my
hon. friend, the Minister of Fisheries and Oceans (Mr.
LeBlanc), to my colleague, the hon. member for Carleton-
Charlotte (Mr. McCain), in respect of the continuation of
compensation payments to commercial salmon fishermen in
the maritime provinces.

1 know the minister would not want to deliberately mislead
the House, and I know that bis answer in this respect, in that it
was misleading, was inadvertent. He did say that bis predeces-
sor terminated the compensation. He knows that when another
year of compensation was granted by Treasury Board, that is
for fiscal 1979, it was done on the understanding that that
would be the final year in which compensation would be made,
because fiscal 1979 was the seventh or eighth year of a
program which was scheduled to last for only five years.

In fact, that was the reaction which 1 received initially from
Treasury Board, and it was my understanding that 1 would not
be able to get an extension beyond 1979 of the compensation
program. However, 1 did agree to a modified continuation of
the program. In that respect we were looking at ways and
means of continuing payments to bona fide flshermen who
were still active fishermen and terminating payments for those
fishermen who were no longer active. We wanted to find a way
to continue payments to those fishermen who were still active.

That is the case, and those are the facts. 1 am sure that the
minister, if he searches his memory, will find that it is so.

Hon. Roméo Lefllane (Minister of Fisheries and Oceans1:
Madam Speaker, 1 obviously would not want to mislead the
House, especially in relation to something at which the hon.
member would feel aggrieved. 1 will check my memory and 1
will check the record. 1 suspect that my memory came from a
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rather strong exchange which took place in the House when 1
was on the other side. In that exchange it was alleged that 1

them, or to arrange for a buy-back or some other means. I felt
that the provinces should participate since they benefited from
any reduction in the commercial salmon fishing effort on the
east coast.

That being said, 1 take the hon. member's correction as a
point well taken, and I apologize for anything which I said
which would make it appear as thougb the hon. member were
misleading the House. Obviously, that was not my intention.

Mr. Bob Corbett (Fundy-Royal): Madam Speaker, as an
Atlantic Canadian and a member from the maritime prov-
inces, I rise on a point of privilege. The hon. member for
Vancouver East (Mrs. Mitchell) in a question today to the
minister of housing made reference to the province of New-
foundland and in the same context went on to make reference
to the maritime provinces, which would indicate to the House
and to Canada that the maritime provinces include the prov-
ince of Newfoundland.

Newfoundland is a beloved part of Atlantic Canada. Besides
that fact, although the party to my Ieft, the NDP, make
attempts to change everything else in our system, that should
not give them the licence to attempt to change the geography
of the country, simply because they have no members from
that region. The fact is that Newfoundland is no more a part
of the maritime provinces than is British Columbia, from
which the hon. member springs, a member of the prairie
provinces.

1 would also add that, much to my amazement, the minister
seemed to go along with this same sort of attitude and did not
differentiate in bis response.
