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The federal Governrnent should have had the courage to ban
alachior altogether. It would have been standing on guard for
Canada by banning dangerous substances. But it bas not
addressed that problern. nor bas it addressed the problern
recently brought to its attention about the wood preservative,
PCP.

Finally, I wonder if MPs could be told just what herbicide
bas been sprayed on parts of the Parliarnentary Lawn, and
why this was felt to be necessary. The ugiy littie yellow signs,
bowever ternporary, as well as the herbicide itself, hardly
enhance the irnage of the Hill.

Mr. Dave Niekerson (Western Arctic): Mr. Speaker, con-
