APPOINTEES’ RÉSUMÉS

Ms. Sheila Copps (Hamilton East): Mr. Speaker, my 
question is directed to the Minister of Justice. I would like to 
ask the Minister why his office doctored seven of the twenty- 
eight résumés of applicants to the Canadian Human Rights 
Commission so that all references to the Progressive Conserva­
tive Party were removed before the résumés were sent to 
parliamentarians for investigation?

Hon. Ray Hnatyshyn (Minister of Justice and Attorney 
General of Canada): I thank the Hon. Member for that 
question. I have been waiting for over a week to be able to set 
the record straight and say that the allegation is completely 
false.

A week ago last Thursday while I was in Toronto at the 
Aboriginal Constitutional Conference, the Hon. Member 
made an allegation that I was censoring material and interfer­
ing with the work of the Committee. After she made that 
allegation she called my office and asked for a copy of the 
résumés which were on our file. I am informed that my office 
immediately sent them to her. There is absolutely no basis of 
fact in her allegation and, I wish she would withdraw it.
