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the proposition is to give the municipality
more power in order to enable them to
make the harbour safer, and that too not
at the expense of the government, but at
the expense of the people who use the
harbour. I wish they would adopt the
same policy here that they apply in the
lower provinces; it would give us an
expenditure of three or four hurdred
thousand dollars that we do not get now.

Hon. Mr. ROSS (Halifax)—Speaking of
the harbour of Halifax, in which I am
more directly interested than any other,
we do not get money for dredging. The
only public money spent there is for the
public service, for the mail and trade
steamers between Great Britain and Hali-
fax in the winter time. The TLord has
given us the benefit of a good harbour
that we can sail in and out of it at all
times without a shovelful of dredging be-
ing required.

Hon. Mr. SCOTT—The municipal c¢oun-
cil. of Meaford have sent in a certificate,
showing that they have expended during
the years I have mentioned $13,507. The
whole expenditure has been practically
through the enterprise of the town. They
have built up the harbour and are en-
titled to the control of it,

Hon. Mr. BOSTOCK, from the commit-
tee. reported the Bill without amendment.
