« Altho the great international aerial 
derby between Toronto and New York 
officially ended last night at midnight, 
the last aviator to reach the Leaside 
airdrome was Lieut.. V. S. Palmer, fly­
ing a standard machine. He arrived at 
2.27 p.m. Two others finished at Lea- 
side—Lieut. Wallace Young in a J.N. 4, 
who landed at 11.50 a.m., and Major J. 
W. Simmons, ln_,a D-H. 4, who arrived 
at noon.

Immediately upon landing at the 
airdrome, Major Simmons asked that 
his tanks be refilled and his engine 
put In shape for the return trip, as it 
was his Intention to make New York 
and complete the round course before 
the race closed at midnight. In order 
to do this, he intended to make a non­
stop flight. As the aviators have all 
made stops at Syracuse, Albany and 
Buffalo while en route from New York 
to Toronto, or vice versa, the flight of 
Major Simmons, if accomplished, can 
be regarded as the most sensational 
flight In the event.

None of the army aviators are com­
peting for the 810,000 money prizes, 
their flights being made for the pur­
pose of determining the durability of 
the army planes.

The best speed record made in the 
race so far is that of Lieut. B. W. 
Maynard, who completed the 1040-mile 
flight from Roosevelt Field to Toronto 
and return In 4 hours 67^4 minutes, 
actual flying time. This time may be 
beaten, however, by I^eut. D. B. Olsh, 
who reached Toronto Thursday night 
at 7.44 o'clock, and left yesterday 
morning for Mineola at 7.36 o’clock. 
According to unofficial estimates, 
Lieut. Gish made the flight from Min­
eola to Tofonto In 210 minutes. If 
he succeeds In making equally good 
time on his return trip and meets with 
no mishaps, he 
Maynard’s record. Major Schroeder, 
who finished at Leaside qu-Wednesdaÿ, 
will also be among the leaders. Col. 
H. E. Hartley, who had a good chance 
to better Maynard’s record, was forced 
to land at Syracuse with propeller 
trouble. ,

The best speed record made by a 
civilian aviator was that of Rohland 
Rohlfs,' with 490 minutes. The large 
triple-engine Italian machine will not 
attempt "a return flight until today, 
the crew having been unable to put 
the engine in shape. Capt. Smith, No. 
81, withdrew from the contest at Buf­
falo yesterday.

He 
declared that the former German em­
peror must be brought to trial in order 
to establish the full responsibility for 
the war. M. Thomas added that he 
would vote for ratification of the 
treaty.
