De-
spite the long Jjourney, Dr, Carman
looks exceedingly well, and enjoyed the
trip very much. Dr. Sutherland re-
mained in Vancouver and will come
east in a few days.

Just before Dr. Carman left Japan,
he asked a prominent member of the
Jupanese diet: “Are politics hot here
now?’ The latter replied: “Why, no,
We are not discussing politics now, We
are interested in the Method{st confer-

superin-

ence, the Students’ Volunteer conven-
tion and the Salvation Army move-
ment. There are more interesting than

politics just now. Japan s beginning
to feel its great need.”

“That illustrates the feeling in that
counfry,” declared Dr. Carman. ‘““The
Students’ Volunteer convention was a
splendid gathering, and was attended
by hundreds of students from all over
the world. John R. Mott of the States
and Sir Alexander Simpson of Edin-
burgh, and Prof. McAllister were the
central figures of this great gathering.
General Booth was also there. Japan
is on the eve of a great religious move-
ment.”

“Is there any excitement in Japan
over the San Francisco trouble”” was
asked of Dr. Carman.

‘“The Japanese do not seem to worry
at all over it. One or two officials cre-
ated some talk,but the pepple as a 'whole
treat it with indifference. There wilil
be no difficulty over that affair.”
