Mimico Electric Railway.

Editer World : Many of your correspon-
dents have of late drawn attention to the
inefricient trolley service on the leading
city streets, and it would appear not with-
ont satisfactory results, It, therefore, seems
remarkable, considering the number of city
business men who reside at the Humber,
Mimico and beyond, that no one has as yet
protested against the miserable Lake Shore
electrie ears, dirty, cramped-up and in ev-
ery way uncomfortable and out-of-date coa-
corns.  The so-called shelters, too, along
the route, provided by the company at the
intersection of concession roads, or sto)-
ping-places, for the convenience of their
patromns, are worse than nothing, often sub-
jecting ladies and children to a half hour’s
freeze, The fares are excessive, when
compared with the steam railway rates for
the same stations. Residents here have
applied time and again for a reduced rate
on this mile and a quarter distance, but
without any satisfactory arcangement. Why
the company adopts a policy of this kind
is inexplicable, considering the large local
patronage which would be realized were
one-half the consideration given to the win-
ter traffle that is bestowed upon the re-
quirements of the summer campers and ex-
enrsionists, Surely a fast-developing see-
tion, extending from the Humber to Long
Branch, with handsome residences, occu-
pied by well-to-do families, dotted along
the entire distance, is well worth the at-
tention of any electric rallway manage-
ment!
