WITH ONTARIO'S
How the Visiting Pedagogs Spent
 the First Day of the Easter
Convention,

PAPERS OF VITALINTEREST READ.

All the Sections at Work—Unveil-
ing a Memorial Picture—

Auspicious, Indeed, was the opening ‘r
the thirty-eighth annual meeting of the
Ontario Educational Association in this city
yesterday, All the sections met, considered
reports, listened to papers, took part in dis-
cussions, and then at night performed the
mournful duty of unveiling a portrait of
their late president, Mr. Thomas Kirkland,
and wound up with a large supply
gratulatory oratory. This took plac
theatre of the Education Department, which
was thronged with the heads of Toronto s
universities and pedagogs out of count.
I hus closed the first of tue three days’ coi-
vention,

Kindergarten Department.

Prof. Hume gave an admirable address
on “How to Think.” - There was abundance
of suggestive material for the kindergart-
ners and thoughts for guidance of children
of a larger growth. He spoke of the
value of play ior the bod{, why not for the
mind? Whilst believing in Santa Claus for
the little ones &e would have the under-
lying truth simply brought out for the
little ones—the &fory of tne advent of the
Godchild, Christ’'s birthday. Ikancy’s range
should - be ample, for by Imagination en-
trance was had to the realms of truth.
Inquisitiveness should be encouraged and
satisfled.

Evil of Study Without Think .

This part of the Professor’s address
fllustrated by some pretty littie storles,
which the kindergartners heartlly ap-
preclated. Rules were given for the de-
velopment and strengthening of the mem-
ory. The faculty should be used, trusted,
tried, guided. 7here was such a thing as
study without thinking, which used up
mental and physical energies.

Value of Reflection.

Thinkers contribute most to the benefit
of the community, I'he importance of medi-
tative reflection in mature life was touched
on, and devotion to the good, beautitul and
true enforced. The critical faculty should
be -constructive. Such inquiries, instead ot
leading to scepticism, are of the opposite
tendency. Scepticism does not inquire; it
has made up its mind. It 1s simply dog-
matic demal. Dogmatic teaching that
gives no reason leads to scepticism. ‘I'he
value of free, honest reflection cannot be
too much emphasized. 7The true meaning
of life was for a man to help himself and
to help others. Moral life rests upon a
true foundation and leads out to the re-
ligious life. He hoped all would manifest
by their daily life and work that it was
divine. Thns being true to themselves they
would be true to all.

This was the morale of the paper, and
how the fair hearers clapped their hands
and stood up to give the r'rofessor a vote
of thanks was Indeed a pieasant sight.

The Chairman’s Address.

Mlss Mary E. Macintyre, the chairman as
she. is termed of the kindergarten depart-
ment, in her address emphasized the ne-
cessity and benefits 'of that section of the
convention. Owing to the comparative few-
nese of kindergartens in towns, this was
the more desirable. Such gatherings pre-
vented crystallization and gave renewed
finpetus to this important department of
teaching. Reviewing last year it had an
encouraging aspect. Progress had been
n:ade practically and theoretically.

Historical Section,

The President, Professor Cody, gave an
address on ‘“The Status of History In
Secondary Schools in Ontario.”” He empha-
sized the importance of the new course in
English history at Toronto University,
and declared that it stands among the best
of the university courses.

Text Books Very Dry,

He regretted that text books are as a
rule like the bones in Kzeklel's vision—
very many and very dry. 'I'hey might be
made more interesting by anecdotes gnd an
accurate description of the historical scenes
ohtained by the teacher of history from a
visit to such scenes in both Canada and
Great Britain. On such visits photographs
could be obtained which would do much
to awaken interest.

Canadian Patriotism,

Teachers should also foster a genulne
Canadian patriotism and endeavor to
create a high political ideal. 'I'he teacher
should avoid being a mere machine or a
semi-antomatic part of the gigantic vni-
formity producing educational miil. All .-
terested in history should unite in order to
keep intact the famous battlegrounds, etc.,
which spectators look upon with eager
cyes., The Plains of Abraham, the most
charaeteristic scene in America, must be
spared a little longer.

Explanatory Maps.

Professor Houston exhibited a number of
maps prepared by himself to 1llustrate in
his lectures the territory In North Ameri-
ca held by the various nations of Kurope
at different periods., His address showed
what great use could be made of such maps
in the teaching of history, and it was
much appreciated by the audience.

Aims and Methods in Teaching His-
tory.

Cecil F. Lavell, M.A., read a paper on
this subject. The aim in both the study
and the teaching of history was held to
be a widening of view and a deeper and
surer knowledge, both of human nature
and of present social and political con-
ditions. History was declared to be for
the race what the nursery Is for the in-
dividual—the records of life’s experience,

Some Drawbacks.

Present conditions in ©Ontario do mnot
favor the teaching of history in the best
way. We do not, said he, sufficlently take
perspective into account. It was suggested
that no event can give us instruction un-
less we see It in its setting; and the
principle was lald down that In school
work only the most important landmarks
should be mentioned at all, but that these
should be studied in detail.

To Learn at Home.

By way of illustration, examples were
taken from the regular work of the High
Schools, and a rapid sketch given iof the
method In which the speaker would select
and present such subjects as the Roman
Conquests, the Reformation, etc. Nine-
tenths of the work of teaching history, it
was said, should be done at home in se-
lections.

Mathematical Section.

Mr. A. H. McDougall, M.A. Ottawa,
president of the section, occupied the chair
and read an address on ‘'‘I'he T'heory of
Proportion in Geometry.”” He gave a
sketch, partly historical and partly criti-
cal, of the divergence of opinion on the
method of treating the theory of propor-
tion in connection with geometry.

Euclid and His Revisers.

Euclid did not use a unit of measure-
ment in his treatment of geometry, and
consequently in the comparison of two mag-
nitudes in ratio the difference between
commeasurable and incommeasurable mag-
nitudes does not arise. 5

Mr. McDougall reviewed the views of
anthors who use the method of Kuclid, and
who have made attempts to revise and so
simplify it that it may be generally used
in elementary instruction.

Weights and Measures,

W. Prendergast, B.A., read a paper fon
this subject. He referred to the ‘complex
rélations between our present units of
length, capacity and weight, to the warnt
of uniformity In measures and various
other complications.

The Metric System,

He pointed out that the metric system
had been adopted In all the eivilized
countries of the world, except the kKnglish-
speaking ones, and urged its adoption
in Canada. . The annexation of Cuba will
undoubtedly hasten the date of legaliza-
tion of the metric system in the United

He claimed to have irrefutable evi-
dence that James K. Knox was but a
trustee for the patents, which were owned
by John Jones. He told how James and

rent any city halls for such exhibitions.
Ald. Spence called them prize fights. He

knew it, for he had read In the papers
ahout knock-outs, cuts open and bruises,
All this was the work of outside bruisers,
Americans brought in, who were not al-
lowed to fight in their own cities.

Ald. Denison acquiesced, but he wanted a
distinetion made in favor of amateur box-
ing as against professionalism.

“In every civilized country,” said he,'‘the
more of civilization there is, the more do
they encourage boxing.”

Ald. Score was corrected by Ald. Crane
for blaming the City Treasurer for rent-
ing the Pavilion, and Ald. Sheppard told
how he had shut down on pugilism in the
Yrincess Theatre after three contésts had
ccnvineed him of their brutality. He call-
ed the Pavilion bouts intolerable *“slugging
matches.”’

Ald. Steiner had the banner grievance of
all, for a boxing club had made him chair-

An audience of about 2000 people attended
the fifth concert of Mr. Suckling’s grand
series at Massey Hall last night, The star
attraction was the world-famous planiste,

Mme, Terésa Carreno, *“The lioness of the
Piano,” as she has been termed, has been
absent from ‘Loronto for a decade or more,
but iather Time deals lenientiy with her,
and ‘the fine physique, sparkling eyes and
quick movements of the former days are
sdll in_evidence,

Mr. Evan Willlams, the great robusto
tenor of New York, was the assistiug artist
and he opened the program with a group of
ballads: *if 1 Were a iose”’ and '"At Vart-
ing,” by Liddle, and ‘"Memoria,” by Lynes,
wiauich ne sang with good expression. His
prineipal number was the heavy and difri-
cult aria, *"From Boyhood
fleld,” trom Weber's **Oberon.” Mr. w
liams is peculiarly fitted for this class o
work, owing to his remarkable power and
range. Indeed, none but a great volce could
begin to do it justice. Mr. Williams’ pre-
sentation was perhaps as pleasing as the
aria could be when cut apart from the
opera, and he was twice recalled. A qonple
of dittles by Schumann, *Moonlight’ and
“Farewell,”” concluded his work for the

evening.
opening number was

Mme. Carreno’s
Beethoven's Sonata Appasionata, an excel-
lent selection, because of the great freedom
it allows the performer to 1illustrate her
temperament and characteristics. Warmth
of ieeling and strong individuality found
expression in large, broad phrasing and
beautifully shad passuges, whll‘e grace
and delicacy were not wanting. ‘The most
marked features of her reading of this work
were an almogt virile strength and generos-
ity of conception. Extreme classicists might
take exception to what they would call the
{ntrusion of her individuality, but the mag-
petism which has always characterized the
playing of this great artiste will gratity
many who look tor the individual reading
rather than stereotyped repro_duction. A

roup, comprising a Schubert 'nmprompt
fhe achuben‘muzt “Sotree de Vienne” and
the Paganini-Liszt etude, ‘‘La Campanella,
show versatmtz and wonderful dexterity
of fingering dn the last mentioned. Liszt's
“Sonette de Petrarca” and the same coiu-

oser's Rhapsodie No. 6 concluded the even-
ng’s work. Mme. Carreno was enthusias-
tically recalled after each numb- v, and aft:r
the Paganini-Liszt selection y.dchsafed a
rippling morceau in response 1o the per-
sistent applause.

A pleasiug feature of the program was the
debut of Miss Ruby Shea of Hamilton, who
studied for some years at Loretto Abbey,
ar1 who was the winner last year of the
go.d medal given at that institution for
singing. Miss Shea has a beantiful con-
traito voice of surprising fulness and even-
pess throughout its wide compass. Her low
notes especially are rich and tull, while her
higher notes are round and smooth, and the
mddle register djs tendere:nd sympathetic in
quality. A modest nor won the good-
will of her audience at once, and when she
sang Schira’s impassioned Sognai, the fer-
vor of her singing vied with her artistic
shading and phras ni for the admiration of
her hearers.
