Ottawa, March 7.—(Special.)—An ardent
gdvocate of the Pacific cable scheme Is Mr.

General would not feel his tongue tied by
so-called confidential communications. It
was the duty of the Government to make
such an explanation in order to clear its
skirts of being associated with the Colonial
Office in a policy of masterly delay.

As to the composition«0f the Cable Board
Canada’s representativest were Lord Strath-
couna and Lord Aberdeen, and the other
members were the same as last year, He
pointed out that apparently a change had
taken place in the application of the East-
ern Extension Co. for cable privileges from
Australia, At first- the concessions asked
were to go into efe¥t at once, but now, it
was urged, they should not take effect Lill
after the Pacitic cable was laid.

Interchange of Cablegrams.
Mr. Mulock then read a series of cable-

grams -to and from the Premier, Lord
strathcona and the Australian colomies. On
Jan. 11, 1900, Lord Strathcona cabled Sir
wilfrid Laurier, informing him that the
scheme was going on satisfactorily, and that
all the colonial Governments except Afstra-
jia had sent messages to the Cable Board,
strongly opposing the application of the
Eastern. Extension Co.

Explained Canada’s Position.

On Jan, 15, 1900, Sir Wilfrid cabled the
premier of Victoria, explaining that Canada
wnsidered the proposed granting of  the
soncessions -as 4an attempt to obstruct the
pacific cable, and sure to endanger its con-
struction. If this would not prevent its
wnstruction it would dt least impair its
iarning power, fnasmuch as it would create
\ rival company. He thought the various
wolonial Governments should even make
jacrifices in order to.complete the Pacific
rable.

Mr, Mulock commented upon *the fact
that Australia would be, after April 30,
somewhat at the mercy of the Eastern Ex-
tension Company, which held out as a
temptation a direct cable to the Cape. He
felt that the Pacific cable scheme was hov-
ering in a balance, and it behooved every
Canadian to do all in his power to preveut
the destiuction of the scheme.

Get it Under Contract at Once.

Acting on this idea, Sir Wwilfrid yesterday
cabled Lord Strathcona to urge the Cable
Board to put the Pacifie cable under con-
tract at the earliest possible moment.

“There will be no safaty till this is done,”

An important topic was brought up after

It is now proposed to move
an amendment so that the company couldd
build a series of branch lines, making in
411 400 miles, Mr. Richardson had asked the
promoter of the railway if he was acting
with the C.P.R.; the promoter had said not,
but Mr. Richardson hadJooked up the char-
ter of 1890, and there found a clause giv-
ing the company power to sell out to the
C.P.R. He thought it was undesirable to
