Sir Charles Tupper Writes of Sir
Wilfrid's Demand for Treaty-

Montreal, Nov. 80.—(Special)—Sir
Charles Tupper, Bart., has writfen 2
letter to The Star touching the gov-
ernment’s proposal to negotiate treaties
independent of the Mother Country:

“] can hardly believe,” eays Sir
Charles, “that either the Premier or
Mr. Prefontaine appreciates the grav-
ity of the position they have taken In
thus proposing to throw off all the
authority of Great Britain in our deal-
ings with foreign countries, and, as 2
matter of course, relieving the Mother
Country from any obligation to support
Canada in enforcing such treaties,
‘What is our present position? When
| 8ir Alexander Galt was High Com-
! missioner for Canada and Sir Michael
Hicks-Beach Secretary of State for the
Colonies, the latter refused the applii-
cation of the Canadian government to
i have the representative of Canada ap~
pointed a plenipotentiary in the nego~
tiatjon of treaties in which we were in~
terested, but said the British Minister
i would carry on the mnegotiations, in-
| structed by the High Commissioner.
| When 1 succeeded Sir Alexander Galt
| in 1883, he told me how unsatisfactory
such an arrangement was, I took that
question up with the Colonial Office
promptly, with the result that our
| views were met to the fullest exteat.

Shortly afterwarde I was appointed by

When I was
appointed by the Queen a plenipoten~
tlary in conjunction with the Ear] of
Dufférin to negotiate the Franco~Can-
adian treaty of 1893, the instructions
. glven by Lord Rosebery were similar.

of Washington of 1888, which
ras signed by the plenipoten~
tiaries of both countries. That
treaty was not ratified by the Senate
of the United States, but the modnus
vivendd then argued to
Atlantic fisheries was warmly approved
by President Cleveland and was declar~
ed by his successor, President Harri~
son, to have removed all friction be=-
tween the United Btateg and Canada on
that subject. *
