suggest, as some people did, that there 
was more drinking now than under the I 
old system. However, he admitted 
that this was merely his opinion, I 
formed by observation.

On the question of loosening up the 
O. T. A. to permit citizens to procure 
a reasonable quantity of liquor upon 
permits from government dispensaries. 
Chairman Flavelle expressed the opin­
ion that such easing up would mean 
the widening of the use of liquor.

Favors Local Option.
Sam Clarke of West Northumberland 

declared the Ontario temperance act 
had been too big a step toward prohibi­
tion. He favored local option, which, 
he said, would eventually have led to 
prohibition. He said the O. T. A. was 
making the people liars, hypocrites and 
thieves, and the moral injury caused 
to society on this score more than bal­
anced the improvement that there had 
been in sobriety.

Major J. C. Tolmie, Windsor, took the 
ground that a more moderate measure 
than the O. T. A., by which a man 
might obtain a reasonable quantity of 
liquor would have been preferable to 
.the O. T. A. Many persons, he said, 
liked to have a little liquor in their 
homes.

The majority of the members of the 
committee were opposed to extending 

. the operations of the dispensaries for 
: the sale of liquor for beverage purposes. 
The U. F. O. members particularly op- 
:posed the suggestion.
