| in opening the meeting introduced Mayor
| Sears, who was greetéd with cheers, The
mayor said that ke did not intend to treat
those present as strangers, and read the
following address:— .
Delegates of Trades and Labor Congress
of Canada:

T4 has been my pleasure to have greet-
ed many representatives during my civic
career, but I assure you to mone have I
ever extended a warmer hand or offered
& more sincere welcome than T now - do
to you Knights of Labor, as you gather
together from many distant points in our
Loyalist city to confer over matters ma-
terial to your mutual interests and per-
tinent to the establishing of such under-
standings between labor and capital as
shall promote harmony and provide for
the reduction of friction in the machin-
ery of our economical organizations.

You have come, my friends,” to a city,
born, as it were, upon the battlefield—
used to dangers and fo privations—that
has undergone many, trials and has come
unscathed out of many confiicts. It has
had to learn its lessons under severe dis-
cipline and to measure jts rewands as re-

sults .of direct effort and unflagging de-
termination.

"Muscle, pluck, brains and application
have evolved much for us, and it is up
to us today to determine what our future
development shall be.

Energy is the controlling force in the
world, Education must determine-its ap-
plication and measure its bounds. So with
you, fellow workers, comes the problem
of evolution—you who represent energy—
be wise, captious, prudent, generous and
true. Think well and act wisely. Never
violate public opinion unnecessarily.

In continuing his worship stated that
the ‘ organization’s success would not be
due to the pistol but to a determination
to give and také. “We cannot cay capital
you are the servant of labor, but we can

'do what is deemed to be right- in each

particular instance,” said his worhrip.

The mayor then referred to the condi-
tion of St. John it its early days. and
stated that at ome time the trees were
felled on what is now King street.

PLOT TO ASSASSINATE
'EMPEROR OF GERMANY
DISCOVERED IN TIME

NEW YORK, N. Y., Sept. 12—A Ber-
lin cable to the Sun says, according to
the Tageblatt, the kaiser was just saved
from being the victim of an anarchist
plot by the timely ,arrest at Breslau of
three foreigners who had been committed
by the international terrorist organization
to assassinate his majesty during the mi-
hF&ry manoeuvres he is. now attending in
Silesia. The prisoners are an Italian of
thg name ‘of Mataccio or Maccini, an Aus-
trian known as Fliegner or Friedling and
a Pole namefi Landensborg or Lendenber-
ger. Matacei was expelled from Italy two
years ago. Since then he has associated
with Russian terrorists in Geneva. He
shared in recent outrages in Poland.

The'three arrived at Breslau at differ
ent times. They were waiched by. the
detectives for several days, including the
four days which the kaiser spent there
on the eve of the manoeuvres, when the
most elaborate precautions were taken to
protect him. It is not explained why
they were not arrested then, as they are
alleged to be known as more dangerous
than others who are reported to have been
arrested or expelled from the country. A
dozen police entered a house which was
their rend on Po street today.
