No one wishes or expects that the brave men
now in Mexico shall be permitted to suffer for want
of supplies ; but surely Congress can insist thut the
terms of peace shall be greatly modified, before
they gratify any further the President’s childish
g;opemily to conquer other nations. Were hoth

ouses of Congress to pass u resolution that it
would be inexpedient to admit foreign territory
fnto the Union, except with thie consent and at the
request of its inhabitants, it might go far towards
facilitating a peace, and placing this nation in a
more honourable position before the world than it
now occupies.

tainly never established for the purpose of eno |

bling us to conquer other natione. Its sole object
i3 to promote the happiness of our own people a1
home, To annex foreign territory, with its inba-
bitants, by force to the Union, is & most prepuste-
rous absurdity, because perfect freedom is at the
very foundation of our institutions.

Yet President Polk, in Lis extreme anxiety to
gain some eclat for his administration, after hav-
ing expended a hundred miliions of dollurs, and
sacrificed (wenty thousund lives, in corquering
Mexican territory, ofitts through Mr. T'rist, fitecn
ar twenty willions of dollars for what was not
worth two millions.—-Can the farce of folly go
further ?

But the people of the United States needs no
more territory. - We have land enough to cuiti=
vate, and to spare.  \We have also cities 1o build
and harbours to improve ; we have canals and rail-
roads to construct; we have forests to clear and
rivers to make navigable; and, generally, to em-
bellish that country which a kind Providence has
assignedto us. We have also the duties of edu-
cation, science and religion to attend to. Is it for
such a people to wasta its energies in assaulting
other nations? Shall we send armed men three
thousand miles to burn the hut of the peaceful
ranchero in Mexico? Shall we send companies
of engineers there to blow up houses filled with
affrighted shrieking women and children?  Shall
we follow those counsels which tel! us “ there is
slill more work for the bayonet ¥’ Is it a worthy
object, ina magnanimous people like us, to make
widows and orphans in Mexico?  Many bad men
there doubtless are in that unhappy country; but
shall we punish the innocent for the crimes of the

uilty ? It is not the knaves and desperadoes of
flexico who suffer from the present war ; it is the
moral and industrions portion of her community
who are injured by our attacks. 'I'hen let wiser
eounsels now prevail, Lct our armies be recall-
ed; let us endeavour to atone for the errors of
the past; let us gladden the hearts of the unfor-
tanate Mexicans, as we did those of Starving
Irishmen; for such a mission of mercy confers
more true honour on a country than all the bloody
Muurels which were ever gained.

Do the enlightened and humane people of the
United States, especially the females, consider
rightly the consequences of sending large armies
into foreign countries ? Have they never reflect-
ed that large bodies of men, in these circumstan-
<es, whether flushed with victory or embittered by
defeat, are prone to forget the obligations of re~
ligion and humanity ? Do they realize the hor-
rors of plantations wasted, villages laid in ushes,

ities sacked, desolatcd, and their inhabitants put to
the sword, and battle-fields strewn with dead and
dying men? Alas! how many fathers and hus-
bands, how many mothers and wives, how many
helplesss orphans, will be left to lament the incur-
sion of our armies into Mexico!

And by all this, let us remember, we have gain-
! and we can gain nothing—-absolutely nothing.
The blood and treasure we have expended * are
iike water poured on the ground, which cannot be
gathered up.” Shame! everlasting shame, on the
counsels which heve led the nation into such an
enterprise !

"lonial dependencies, many millions of souls whom | .

{uudian. was_suffering to perish through lack of |
nowledge. These souls were the legacy of the
8aviour ta his church, and as they were, in vast
numbers of cases, allied lo us by no distant tics of
consanzuinity, we were bound to strain every
nerve to recover and lead them back to the true
fold. Hundreds of thousands of the poorest of our
people bad of late emigrated frowm this land. To
whatever part of the world they had gone, whether
to Southern Africa, America, or Australia, they
were for the most part, carried Lo untrodden and
desolate regions. The vast extent of country over
which they were spread rendered it impossible
thut they could combine to have a settled ministry
samong themselves; and it had invariably been
fuund, that where their spiritual wants were not
provided for by the mother country and the mother
church, they were never provided foratall. Could
it be matter of sstonishment, then, that in one
colony alone 35,000 of our brethren who went forth
from this land, or the descendants of those who
went forth, had returned themselves as having no
religion whatever ? No sdequate effort had ever
been made to iostruct religiously the thousands of
convicts who had been banished to our penal set-
tlenents ; and yet these men had never, probably
- forssken the right path had the church at bome |
vided for their religious training. instead of |
f::v'mz them as thousands are stil) left, entirely
without pastoral superintendence. We had had
an im; ot terri at the extreme

found it populated by heathica tribes and a consi-
derable number of Duteh, from whom we had
taken it.

Whilst the Church of England had
not a single convert to boast of in Southern Afri-
ca, the followers of the false prophet had won over
to Mzhomedanism 8000 souls, and were making
300 converts at least every year; and cousiderable
numoers of these from amnong the professing Chris-
itian people.  To remedy t eyil, the Mother
| Church was now sending forth a n nary bi-
;s_ho;\, telling him, at the same time, that neither
| from existing societics, nor from uny other quarter,
thad she funds to place at his disposal, but appeal-
ing, through him, to the liberality of British Chris-
tians for the necessary aid.
