schools in Dresden, Germany, pursued

When asked. by Caesar Barra, attor-
ney for the defendant, to give the name
of her husband, she replied in a voice
barely audible that she was the wife of
Joseph A. Bryant. She said her houie
was in West Newton, Mass., and that
Just as soon as her work was compieted
here she would return to her family.

She also told Asst. Dist. Attorney
Ellison, who prosecuted the case, that she
had done considerable work for the gov-
ernment in connection with a white slave
investigation in Porto Rico.

Two White Slavers Plead Guilty.

Joseph Spota and George Spica, two of
the white slavers. who were rounded up
through her efforts, have pleaded guilty.
The third, Ralph Guarano, who is al-
leged to have received $10 for one of
five girls purchased by “Anna Smith,” is
on trial. '

She testified that on May 17 last she
was engaged by Deputy Police Commis-
sioner Lord. to assisk.in ;a-white-glave in<
vestigation in Harlem’s “Little Italy.”

With Detective Enright; who is the
head of,the White Slave squad, she rent-
ed rooms in Seventh avenue and there
in a setting of wine bottles and cigarette
bokes negotiated "for the purthase of
five girls, for whom she and Enright
paid $50.

On May 20 she said she went to
Mount Morris Park and was introduced
by a man called Aouis to Spica and
Spota. She told/them she was a Mrs.
Wallace and that she had several disor-
