Havana, Cuba, April 21—A strike of
tobacco workers ‘of Havana and Pinar
del Rio provinces began on Saturday af-
ternoon to enforce demands for a gener-
al twenty per cent increase in wages
and various betterments in working con-
ditions. It is estimated that between
8,000 and 10,000 men are affected.

Cigar box makers, who have been on
a strike for some time, have been the
support of the tobacco workers, who de-
clare they will not return to work, even
if their demands are granted, until the
demands of the former are satisfactorily
settled. The strikers say they do not
desire a general strike.

on Ferry

Recommendation To
Be Sent to The
Council

AFFEGTS ONLY TRANSIENTS

Tickets and Vehicle Traffic at
Present Rate—Object of Change
is to Get More Revenue—
Other Matters Before Commis

A recommendation that the fares for
transient passengers on the ferry steam-
ers be raised from three to five cents
was adopted by the common council
committee this morning by the deciding
vote of the mayor. This, if adopted by
the council, will not affect the users of
book tickets nor vehicular traffic but
is expected to secure a substantial in-
crease in revenue from transients, chiefly
strangers to the city. A considerable
amount of other business was transacted
at the meeting, at which all members
of the council were present.

_The motion of which Mr. Jones had’
given notice on Saturday for the in-
crease of the bond issue for the East
St. John water system by $5,000 was
ado;}ted. At a cost of $80,000, 5,695 feet
of slxt.een inch main had been laid, with
425 still to® be laid, in addition to back-
filling, etc. The estimate had been $65,-
000, _but the cost had increased owing
to hlglger cost of labor and  material.
Authority was given to finance the work
pending the sale of bonds. Bills will
be paid on certificate of the city en-
gineer and charged to the bond issue.

Public Works.

Regarding a petition from J. P. Mott
and others for improvement of the side-
walk and roadway on Metcalf street ex-
tension (east of Adelaide street), Mr.
Fisher reported as follows:— ¥

That the street is ‘not incorporated,
that it is “lop-sided”’ (running east and
west. on a northerly slope of land), that -
the houses and -other buildings on. the.
northern, or low side of the street have
been -erected without raising the land
and that the street cannot be brought
to a proper grade and a permanent side- .
walk construeted without blocking some
of the property entrances.

He recommended that if permission
could be obtained from some -or all of
the . property owners partially to grade
the street by filling as high as the con-
ditions would permit, and to retain this
filling by embanking on the lands of the
owners, the work be undertaken by the
public works department, and a cinder
sidewalk furnished; this to serve until
there was an opportunity for raising the
street to its proper grade.

Regarding the lack of sewerage in this
street, there appeared to be no way at
present of providing it as the street was
lower than any available outlet for a

| sewer.

Increase in Pay.

Mr. Fisher asked for authority to in-
crease the pay of foremen in his de-
partment by raising the possible limit
from $3.50 to $4. He explained that he
had to meet changing conditions and
would find the extra money by cutting
down the amount of work.

A plea for decision on the housing and
town planning problem was made by
Mr. Bullock, who reported that he had
received several more applications for
lots in the Manawagonish road.

A proposal to change the ferry rates
for transient patrons was introduced by
Mr. Bullock, for the purpose of in-
creasing the revenue, who moved for in-
crease in the cash ferry rate from three
to five cents. He explained that, if the
same number of people paid cash fares
this would produce additional revenue
of almost $10,000 a year. He did not
propose any change in the price of tickets
for regular patrons nor any increase in
vehicle rates.

Mr. Fisher wanted time to consider
and Mr. Thornton moved in amendment
that the recommendation be laid on the
table.

The amendment was defeated and the
motion to send the recommendation to

. the council was carried.

A request for permission to instal a
gasoline pump on the street curbing in
front of the new garage in Waterloo
street by F. H. Trifts was referred to
the commissioner of public works and
safety. !
