“ (London Weekly Despatch)
Dr. Henry Faulds, who discovered
that finger-prints offered a practically
“tnfallible system of identification, and
who has just celebrated. his seventieth
Birthday, tells /in the following article
in the London Weekly Despatch how he
made his discovery.

1 have been asked to explain how I

hit upon finger-prints as a means of
identification and what I think should
now be done with them. 1t is difficult
now to place ourselves in the position of
our grandfathers as to jdentifying of
persons. The good old mole of the novel-
ist may have been useful in a case or
two,- and mother's marks are, on the
whole, pretty . permanent,. though the
smaller ones, may now be artificially ob-
‘literated.
‘At-the time when I first began to ob-
serve the patterns of finger-tips the de-
mand for a scientific method of identi-i|
fication was general and insistent. The
breakdown of the photographic system—
very badly worked I think in most cases
by the police—had gomething to do with
the cry of jurists, but 1 think the great
Tichborne case was also an important
factor, and it had impressed me strong-
ly before leaving England to open a
medical mission hospital in Tokio, Ja-
pan, the old Yedio. I had sometimes to
examine bodies found near the hospital
at the river's mouth, and in most cases
the victims of purposive strangulation
was never identified. Such bodies were
often tattoed, but as no registry of ta-
too marks existed mo help was got from
that means. ___

Now, suppose Nature, who is pretty
fertile in her resources, had been requir-
ed_ by science to impress an individual
seal on each personality, which would be
useful in other directions, not obtrusive,
living, and hence to a certain extent vari-
able, and yet permanent through a life-
time—how could this be done?

The skin of the fingers and palm gen-
erally has a finely ribbed surface, which
serves to tighten the grip of objects and
possibly helps the sense of touch. And
just at the most convenient point—short
of the real tips by about half an inch
—those ribbed lines or ridges (rugae) are
suddenly gathered up into complex pat-
terns one for each finger, into a space
about the size of the Sovereign’s head on
a postage stamp. These are variable—
oh! how variable!—and are also living
so that the sweat-pores. change in size
and shape, and they are permanent—for
a third part of a century by actual ob-
servation, and almost certainly for a
whole life-time. Does this show design,
as Paley might have argued? I do not
know. Those “designs” however, are
quite 4s useful as if a council of paid
inventors had determined them individu-
ally for a state department of identifica-
tion.

I was in the habit of looking for other
things than strangled men on the coast
of Yedo Bay, and one of the things that
interested me greatly was very early
pottery, sun-dried and hand-made. That
those rough vessels lying amid shell
heaps had been shaped by human fin-
gers was clear enough, for not only were
the finger patterns visible everywhere,
but they evidently formed a “motif” of
crude decoration, sometimes running
into clumsy festoons. The fingers had
mostly been slim and small and were
cither those of women or children. In-
vestigating the subject a little further, I
found that this early type of pottery
was chosen often at the present day for
the custom of “Cha no you” or ceremon-
ial tea-drinking, and a similar type, or-

ilar patterns in the vast records of Scot-
land Yard. But a second finger-tip
would contain a quite different pattern,
and so on till you have imprinted the
whole ten finger-prints, s my system re-
quires, when you have a vast body of
varying characteristics by which the
identification of two sets of finger-prints
are to be tested. In practice, someone
under an alias is apprehended in sus-
picious circumstances. His ten finger-
tips are imprinted and sent up to the
Finger-Print Ofiite, where his record is
found, say under a class similar in line-
ar arrangement. A close inspection at
once reveals the suspect to be none other
that William Sikes, who has been much
wanted. Possibly in addition a blood
smear has been left on some weapon or
cash-box or a finger-mork has been im-
pressed on candle grease. In such a case
it may be shown by enlarged photo-
graphs that the intricate linings corres-
pond with those of the prisoner and with
‘those of no other known person, 50 that
his presence at the seat of crime is as-
sured.

By the finger-print method, were a
method of civil registration established
beforehand, the natural seal-mark of the
individual corpse could be secured for
subsequent study and careful legal veri-
fication. Such a system of registration
would be useful ih many ways and
would apply to the army and navy as
well, giving greater security against the
eloquent record of “missing.” Banks in
the United States are now using the
system freely in place of or along with
signatures, and on some parts of the
Continent passports and circular notes
are signed and verified in this way. In
many parts of Germany tramps are reg-
istered and held under control by an ex-
tension of the finger-print method. I}’
think the need of the moment is some
generous extension of registration to
civil life. Why should our worst crimin-
als only get the best aid this science can
give? A battered corpse was found a
month or two ago at the foot of a steep
quarry near Edinburgh. The face was a
shapeless pulp, but finger-prints were
