the noted actress end reader, long known 
on the stage as Kate Reignolds, died from 
sunstroke yesterday morning at the Wine- 
low summer home at Concord. Mrs. Wins­
low had been in ill-health, for some time, 
but no alarming symptoms had developed 
until ehe was prostrated Monday by the 
heat. The "itinera! will be held Friday 
afternoon at 2 o’clock in the chapel at 
Springfield cemetery.-

An actress almost from infancy, an auth­
oress, a reader and instructor, her career 
n&s one of the most remarkable of any of 
the old-time footlight favorites. At one 
time the youngest star in the firmament 
of the stage, Mrs. Wmalow was among 
the first of the ÂmeriUn actresees to win 
favor with English audiences, and w^s also 
the first to give Ibsen productions in Bos­
ton, which later led to the establishment 
of the Ibsen school of plays here.

Before her marriage!1 to Erring Winslow, 
then a young society man of Boston, Mrs. 
Winslow was a Misa Catherine Mary Rey­
nolds. She was bom in England, being 
the daughter, granddaughter and niece of 
English army officers. Owing to family 
misfortune, she was left with her mother, 
unprovided for. '

At the age of twelve *e waa brought to 
America by her mother, and while but a 
child made her first appearance at John 
Rice’s theatre in Chicago in a email part 
in the then popular "Cinderella, wherein 
her mother also was cast for a ■ singing 
part far below her talents. After many 
struggles and discouragements, Mise Rey­
nolds came to New Y^maWng her tost 
appearance there as Vfotoia to the Vir­
ginia of Edwin Forrest.

Went to Boston Museum.
Her New York trial waa such e success 

that it led to engagements for the 
mer. After playing leading parta with 
Burton and Laura Keene in New York 
and Ben De Bar in New Orleans and St. 
Louis, the young star came to the Boston 
Museum, then under the management of 
E. F. Keach. Her career at the Museum 
began in August, 1880, and continued for 
five years, during which she played Des- 
demona, Juliet, Lydia Languish, Laetitia 
Hardy in The Belle's Stratagem, Lady Gay 
Spanker, Emilie de Le.parremThe Cor­
sican Brothers, Peg Woffington, Elly 
O’Connor and other characters.

Mrs. Winslow took her farewell benefit 
at the Museum on June .10, 1865. After 
leaving the Museum, she came back to 
Boston in the fall of 1867 and appeared 
at the Boston Theatre with Edmund Fal­
coner in the Irish drama, Inmsfallen. 
Later she acted || this theatre in many other plays. Latf, Mm Winslow starred 
throughâit the county in an extensive 
repertory, comprising Shakespeare, the old 
English comedies, etc.

In 1868 she went^^gani and &PPWj 
ed at the Prince Theatre « London tod 
in other leading houses-^ throughout the 
United Kingdom. Her -Bntish tour was 
cut short ,by injuries received i* a fall m 
the theatre in Exeter. Returning to this! 
country she starred at the head of her 
own company for several seasons. In 1861 
she was married to Erving Winslow and 
gradually withdrew from active profession­
al work, later becoming prominent as a 
public reader and as an instructor in the 
art of acting. In recent years she paid a 
professional visit to London, piping s wide 
reputation for her reading of Ibsens An 
Enemy if the People «t the ^aymarket 
Theatre. She wro instrumental in intro 
during to the American public Ibsen, Sud- 
ermann, Echegaray, .Bjomson and other 
dramatists of note. . ,

Mrs. Winslow gave* S senes of special 
matinees in the spring of 18^ at the, C^' 
umbia Theatre, when The Pillars of So­
ciety and others of Ibsen’s plays were 
acted for the first time in this city. Her 
success as a reader and wnter was as pro­
nounced as that of her. stage achieve- 
ments. Her efforts in this latter field 
prompted the publishing house of Lee & 
Shepard, of Boston, to secure her eemyes 
asv editor of a two-volume work entitled 
Old English Dramatists, which Was issued 
in 1865. It was at this time that Mrs. 
Winslow contributed a series of sketches 
to the Herald, which were afterward ar- 

' ranged in book form tod published under 
the title of Yesterdays With Actors.

When John Wilkes Booth played a 
short engagement at the old Museum, Mrs.
