that the port of St. John in 1851 included
all the ports in the province except those
of the county of Charlotte and that all
the imports and exports of Miramichi,
Dalhousie, Bathurst, Caraquet, Richibuc-
to and Dorchester were included in the
figures which he compares with those of
last year. To make the comparison cor-
rect as to ports, the figures for 1891
should have included all the ports in
New Brunswick except those of the
county of Charlotte. Making this cor-
rection the comparison stands as fol-
lows :(—

This correction of course only removes
the most glaring error in the comparison
and does not tonch one of almost equal
importance with reference to inter-pro-
vincial trade. The imports and exports
of 1851 include everything that came to
8t. John and its outports from the port
of Nova Scotia, Prince Edward Island
and Quebec as well as the goods that
went to these provinces from St. Jobn
and its outbays. How extensive this trade
then was may be judged from the fol-
lowing extract from the St. John Courier
which gives a statement of some
articles of produce from Nova Scotia im-
ported into St. Jobn in the quarter
ending 6th. July 1854.

«494 cattle, 83 sbeep, 217 calves, 64
horses, 459 tons of hay, 72,506 bushels of
barley and oats, 21,657 bushels of ‘pota-
toes, 459 barrels and 409-bags of oatmeal,
9410 cwt salt and smoked meat, 47 cwt
of fresh meat, 314 cwt butter and cheese
and lard, 37,432 dozen eggs. Kven in
such a trifling article as eggs the value
at 10d per dozen would amount to £1559,
13s 4d,for three months. Deals 2,368,000,
fire-wood 527 cords, coal 1355 e¢haldrons,
bricks 183,000.”

All this great trade and much more
ig included in the  figures which the
Telegraph gives for 1851 but it is exclud-
ed from the figures which the Telegraph
gives of the imports and exports of 1890.

To make a fair comparison between
ti.e trade of St. John in 1851 and 1890
we must turn to the figures of shipping
entered and cleared for these years,
from and to foreign ports. Thus we
have :— .

figures that the shipping trade of St
John has much more than doubled since
1851.  We need not say anything about
the business done by our railways.
This business did not exist in 1851, but
now it has reached enormous dimen-
sions. And yet the silly Telegraph
attempts to draw unfavorable compar
isons between St. John as it is in 1891
and as it was in 1851

In looking over the list of goods im-
ported into 8t John. in 1851 and in-
cluded in the figures $4,627,440 given by

wheat flour, fish, live stock, lumber and
coal, all of which we now obtain from
the other provinces of Canada, made up
fully $1,000,000 worth of the imports.
A careful analysis of the trade returns
show that the commerce of St John has
more than doubled during the past forty
years, yet the silly Telegraph tries to
persuade its readers that it has decreas-
ed. The proverb that “fools rush in
where angels fear to tread” was never
better illustrated than in the case of the
Telegraph man whose dense ignorance
of everything an editor ought to know
prevents him from being aware that he
is making a publicexhibition of himself.
