A TERRIBLE LAND SLIDE.

AN IMMENSE QUANTITY OF ROCK
FALLS FROM CITADEL HILL
AT QUEBEC-

One Hundred and Seventy-Five Persons
Burried Beneath the Ruins. The
Wounded and Dying. Dreadfal
Scenes at the Plnce of the Disaster.

BPECIAL TO THE GAZETTE.

Quspec, September 20.—About 7,30
o’clock last evening the whole city was
thrown into intense excitement by the
report that a great cliff slide had-occurred
in Champlain street.

Several thousand tons of solid rock
crashed down with terrific foree, almost
under King's bastion on the Citadel and
a listle distance west of the endof Dufferin
Terrace and completely demolished tha,
stone and brick dwelling houses on
Champlain street [some [three hundred
feet below.

B. battery, the police force and fire
brigade corps were early on the scene
and rendered valuable assistance.

Some scenes were witnessed which
were extremely heart-rending. A young
boy, named Power, was released from
the ruins. He, however, begged piteous-
ly tobe allowed to remain and die with
his mother and sisters, who were buried
in the ruins near by. He as well as his
parents and sisters were removed
alive, but they wert badly wounded.
A man named Berryman was
found near by pinned solidly under a
huge rock. He was speaking to friends
around him who were unable at the time
to remove the immense - boulder
to relieve him from his agonizing posi-
tion, as the rock was in such a posi-
tion it was feared that when it was
moved it would @ cause his death.

Up to 11.30 there have been six bodies
taken from the ruins. About 25 persons
have been removed from the debris bad-
ly injured.

Some have broken arms and legs
others being badly crushed and mutilat-
ed in all shapes. 4

It is supposed that at least 150 persons
are buried under the ruins. The road
way is blocked with solid koulders to the
height of 15 feet in some places.

It is supposed also that this terrible
accident is due to the steady hot weather
which we bave had all the month and
which cracked the cliffs. Itis also at-

tributable to the continmous rain
which prevailed since last night
All the wonnded who were removed
from the ruins were carried on stretchers
to the Marine and Fisharies Department
where several medical men and clergy-
men looked after them. Several of the
wounded men were taken in wagons, to
the different hospitals.
Al communication with Diamond
Harbor and Cape Blanc is completely cat
off by this land slide which covers the
road in a solid mass for someé 300 feet in
length and from 15 to 25 in height.
The telegraph, telephone and elec-
tric light wires are all down.
It is impossible to say at present how
many dead and wounded there ate, but
every one is working heroicsllyunder the
difficult circumstances.
Under some houses faint cries of help,
help are heard, and no immediate help
can be given them.

One old soldier named Maybry the
bearer of several medals of merit,
and who  fought in the Crim-

sake do assist me,” Although the soldiers
and the citizens are working like Tro-
jans very little progress is made in re-
covering the bodies owing to the stupen-
dous mass of rock and debris which is
encumbering the runins.

About 175 bodies are supposed to be
buried under the debris. The body of a
woman, named Mrs. Berrignan, has just
been pulled out of the debris. It was
mangled and bleeding and presented a
sight sufficient to affect the strongest
man.

More rocks are still crumbling down
and the people of the locality are fieeing
withdread lestthe whole boulderyforming
he highest point in Quebec should give
way. Help is coming in abundance from
all quarters of the city. Acci-
dents are occurring every moment to
the r by thegcrushing of timbers,

Physicians and clergymen are on the
spot ready to administer to those rescued.
The mass of rock detached from the cliff’s
side left a vacant space of extraordin
ary dimensions.

It has worked immediately under the
Dufferin Terrace undermining the sup=
port of that_great promenade so that it
is now unsafe. The North East Bastion
of the Citadel is perpendicular with
the clif’'s ‘side. Huge rocks are
still menacing the localify Hhang
ing as they are on {he fank of the
mountain. Ten ccrpie¥y and sixteen
wounded are now taken out. The work
is carried on bravely but it will take
several day to haul out all the bodies.
This morning the work of excavation
still goes on at the fterrible land slide.
Amongst those still alleged to be missing
beneath the ruins are P Allan and
family, Mrs. ‘Stevens, Jobn Henry and
wife, Richard Mayberry and family of
five, Robert Lawson, wife and child Mrs.
O. Dowd, Jas Kemp and wife, Jas.
Bradley, wife and four children, Michael
Duhy, Richard Leahy, wife, child and
servant, and Thos Nolan and wife.

The loss sustained by the surviving
victims of the disaster is very great.
Some of them are working
men who = are deprived of
their homes, lose all their furniture and
other effects even their summer earn-
ings. Many are lett virtually penniless at
the commencement of a Canadian
winter.

WHO MURDERED CRONIN?

ANOTHER SENSATION BROUGHT
OUT IN THE NOTED CASE.

Letters from Miss Le Carron Claim That
the Chicago Doctor Was Killed by
British Spies—Some Important
Witnesses to Be Produced at the
Trial.

Cricaco, I1l., Sept. 18.—The Evening

Mail {onight prints a sensational article
in regard to the Cronin case. It says:
The lawyers for the defence claim to be
in possession of evidence showing that
the murderers of Dr. Cronin were vaid
representatives of the English govern-
ment, who had been dup-d by Cronin,
who was supposed by the British author-
ities to be one of their American spies.
The form this evidenece has taken,and in
which it will be presented at the trial on
behalf of the defence,are a-number of let~
ters written by Miss Le Caron, danghter of
the notorious witness in the Londan
Times-Parnell case, to her affianced hus-
band, who is a welllknown and prohiinent
young Irish-American of Chicago. These
letters have been written by Miss Le
Caron from London at brief intervals
ever sincc she joined her father in that
city last winter, after he had appeared
as a witness before the Parnell commiss-
ion.. The letters from Miss Le Caron,
after the disapperance of Dr. Cronin, al-
luded frequently to him, and intimated
that the writer knew that the doctor was
the victim of a vile conspiracy, of  which
she knew the particulars.. But she
never gave any detailed account of the
information, which she left to be inferred
she had obtained from her father, till
after the arrest of Coughlan, O’Sullivan
and Beggs. Then she became more de-
finite. LeCaron, after his arrival in
London, had warned Cronin and advised
him to save himself by complying with
what was expected of him. LeCaron
was cautious. In his letters he did not
indicate from whom this danger to Cro-
nin was to come. Miss LeCaron in a
confidential communication to her lover,
was not so discreet. In one of them she
writes. “There is one man who got
away and whom they should have ar-
rested. Why did they not arrest Bur-
linghant? They might have learned a
great deal from him.
The story ontlined in the series of
letters, of which there are very many
is to the effect that Le Caron and Burling-
ham were both British spies; that Dr.
Cronin, in his intimacy with them, soon
learned their real character, and in order
to obtain from them fuller insight to their
plans and duplicity and the designs of
the English government, he vpermitted
them to think that he also was venal
and could be hired by their employers.
They made the proposition that he enter
the American branch of the secret ser-
vice of Scotland Yard. He apparently
accepted. He obtained all their inform-
ation without giving any in return.
They became suspicious, and sought
to obtain from him certain
papers which they had given him in his
supposed character of spy. He refused
to give them up. Meanwhile Le Caron
was snmmoned to England to testify
against Parnell. It was suggested to
Cronin that he would be called - on later
for the same purpose. Burlingham, the
other representative of the British ser-
yice in Chicago, was told to look out for
Cronin, and obtain at any price the docu-
ments which would have revealed the
close connection between certain high
American officials and the London detec-
tive service. Cronin refused to yield,
and threatened the exposure of the Eng-
lish practices in America. The Scotland
Yan{) ple grew desperate. It was re-
solved to rob him of the papers, and it
was in that attempt
THAT THE DOUTOR WAS KILLED,
the conspirators believing he always
carried the much wanted papers on his
person. Burlingham, who it is alleged in
these letters, should be watched, sold
out his drug store at North
Clark and Oakes streets for a very low
price and disappeared. .
The Journal has the samc story in sub-
stance and adds: In opposition to the
above it is Jclaimed thatat the proper
stage of the Cronin trial the prosecution
will produce as witnesses, J Kirby,
Thomas Le Caron and Patrick Cooney.
This, it is said, has been made possible
by the effects of Messrs. Hynes and
Mills, of counsel for the state, with the
aid of the Pinkerton detectives. Kirby as
agent of the British govern-
ment was in Chicago for months
before the murder of Dr. Cronin,
rying into “the :secrets of the
lan-na-Gael. He was very successful,
and returned to London full of informa-
tion, not only about the workings of the
order, but with full particulars of the plot
against Dr. Cronin, and the manner in
which it was carried out. It was the in-
tention of the British authorities to put
Kirby ou the stand in the Parnell case,
but it was coucluded that the evidence of
Le Caron (or Beech) would be strong
enough, and that no good would come of
disclosing Kirby’s identity and the nature
of his errand to America until absolutely
necessary. By keeping Kirby off the
stand the British authorities would be
able to use him to good advantage in
other cases.

After the trial Kirby went to Canada,

and was lost sight of until located a few

days ago by the detectives. He was told
what was wanted of him, and for a long
time refused to have anything to do with
the case. Iinally the matter was put to
him in such a light that he consented to
come to Chicago and appear as a Wwitness
for the prosecution when required.

Bosrox, Sept 19.—The gales that have
passed along the Atlantic coast have had
a bad effect on the supply of oysters from
New Brunswick to the Virginia coast.

Teachers Institute.

The fourth session of the teacher®
institute opened at 9 o’clock this morn-
ing. After routine business an excellent
paper on ‘‘How to influence the General
Reading in Public schools” was read by
Edward Manning Esq. After referring to
the labors of Mr. Munroe and Dr. Rand
in this direction Mr. Manning said that
altogether more attention had been paid
to this study than to any other, and
rightly so for it is in various ways the
most important of all studies.

If the advocates of the narrow-
est form of education insist on the
three “R's’, to the exclusion of other
studies there is a further step possible—
viz., Jto insist on this one R. for if you
enable the masses to read, the obvious
interests of every day life would compel
them to acquire the other too.
A very good time for the reading lesson
48 after recess ‘as the lungs are then in a
good state for this exercise. The first point
ig to insist on a clear distict artienlation,
‘giving ‘the pupils your own example
Fortunately for the Canadian teacher
the social condition of the people
is such that he has to combat few of 'the
grosser errors of the pronounciation of the
lower class nor yet those of fashion or
affectation among the higher.

The most inveterate faults I have met
with are a disposition to clip words too

paragraph, giving special attention .to
articulation and having the pupil speak
in a natnral manner.

Miss McCluskey approved of Miss
Vanwart’s mode and taught in much the
same manner.

Mr. M. D. Brown thengave an inter-
esting address on the best method of
obtaining accuracy and rapidity in arith-
metic. He pointed out the necessity for
the pupils'to be well grounded in the
primary rules with regard to rapidity
and accuracy,and spoke of the too com-
mon occurence of mistakes in these rules.
He would impress the importance of
getting the undivided attention of the
class, and depreciated the practice of al-
lowing pugils to keep tapping with their
pencils when adding.

AMBITIOUS ENGLISHMEN.

short. The great secret of p iation
is in finishing off the syllables distinctly,
and here constant and patient drill in-
dividually and collectively is neccessary.
In poetry scholars are to be cautioned
that ends of lines are not always the place
for pausing.

Bell makes emphasis depend on the
three principles of novelty, contrast and
suggestion.

Emphasize therefore the words that
bring in a new idea and any put in con-
trast with each other. Legonive of the
French Academy, places the highest
value on reading aloud asserting that a
skillful reader is a skillful critic,
and that the good reading
of a passage is a sort of transla-
tionof it. A feeling of sympathy with

the writer must be arrived- at. When

the reader is absorbed in his subject his

voice takes on the thrill which communi-

cates itself to the nerves of the
listeners.  After referring to the
superiority  of the text  books
now in use to those of days

gone by, he suggested that the pre-
scribed British history should be used as
a supplementary reader, as it is of a high
literary style requiring careful attention,
and that departments of the readers
which elucidate it should be read in con-
nection with it. The great thing is to
secure intelligent interest by seeing to it
that the school understands, appreciates
and sympathises with the lesson studied.
The conscientious teacher will also en-
deavorto influence the reading of his
scholars outside of school. Pupils may
be directed where to go for information,.
High class poetry should be committed to
memory and recited. In historical fiction
Scott, Irving, Dickens, Thackeary. Kings-
ley, Lytton, Reade and Blackmore, and
in poetry, Scott, Gray, Wordsworth,
Longfellow and Tennyson may be re-
commended to a senior pupil where they
will assist his work, and in science he
may be directed to Woods books on
Natural history, Faraday’s lectures, Wil-
son’s Five Gateways of knowledge etc.
A pupil should be urged to read in some
special direction. Boys hanker after
books of adventure. Lead them to dis-
criminate between the good and the bad.
Defoe, Maryatt, Thomas Hughes, Bal-
lentyne, Mayne Reid and Kingston can
be safely trusted in their hands.

In reference to books of the lower class
both teacher and parent should point
out their impractical views and false
estimates of character and their neglect
to supply any guiding principles of con-
duct.

The safest antidote, however, is the
cultivation of a taste for reading which
is better. We have need of the aid of
sympathetic parental solicitude, of
the press aud pulpit and society in
general. If bad literature lies on the
table at home the children will suffer for
it, if the journals familiarize their minds
with the details of crime, and jests on
vice, they will presently be led into
cynical indifference as to the right or
wrong with results we know too well
The teacher has done his part if he has
striven to so occupy the soil with g ood
crops that weeds may find little room
for growth.

Mr. Parlee called attention to the fact
that the dictonary inuse in the schools
was not a recognized authority and a
discussion followed.

Mr, Thos. O'Reily said in speaking

they are .reading thought is not there
at all and hence the monotonous style of
reading. Teachers in instructing children
tell them at a comma you stop when you
can count one, two at a semicolenl
etc., causingjthem to read in a mechanica
mannner. The pupils should be taught
to correct errors by the teacher readingd
to them providing the teacher can
read in an intelltgent manner.

Mr. McLean thought that there were
two principles to be attained, first;—to
understand what you are reading, and

second to make those listening
understand. It seems to e the
first can be attained by " getting

the pupils thoroughly interested in their
work. 8o far as making every pupil a
good reader he was afraid it was beyond
their power. The teachers in the lower
grades should be very particular in re-
gard to pronunciation.

He also referred to the difficulties re-
sulting from the reading of the impure
literature that jis filling our country,

saying that one parent had even
told him that had he not have
read such slories he never

would have learned toread at all.
Mr.Montgomery followed making some
remarks abont the dictionaries and
strongly advocated the practice of read-
ing aloud at home as a means for the
puellls to gain proficiency in reading.

Mr. Hay was of the opinion that too
much reading was done in some grades.
A book wassometimes read over perhaps
three or four timesQuring the term,and
thought that to read a little, explain it
carefully,and make it the subject of com-
position and then read again would bring
about improvement.
