THE HERRING FISHERY.

SOME INFORMATION ABOUT THE
BAY OF FUNDY FISHERIES.
e
The Modes of. Catening, Curing. and
Disposing of ine Fish—Vigws of

P Fish and

on the Report of the Canadian
Delegates to Great Britain and
Holland. !

On Monday Hon, C. H. Tupper, minis-
ter of marine and fishéries laid on the
table of the commons §heé special report
of Messrs. Wm. Gunn and M. G. Leod,
the delegates appointed in June 1889
to proceed to Scotland and HoMand to
enquire into the methods of catching,
curing and packing fisht in those counties.

The suggestions put forward in the re-
port and recommended to be adopted in
the Canadian herring fishing districts
are the subject of considerable comment
among the fish dealers, and others inter-
ested in the fishing business.

Mr. John Séely, a prominent South
Wharf fish dealer in conversation with a
GazerTe reporter expressedl himself as
being of the opinion that the suggestions
contained in the repott taken as a whole
would not be, if applied, of much benefit
to herring busiuess in the Bay of Fundy.
He said that the largest market for Can-
adian herring was the United States.
But the duty of $ pes-barrel handicpped
the dealers here and madeit difficult to
compete with the Hastport. dealers.
If a regulation was made that the her-
ring for-export should have to be packed
in hardwood barrels, which would cost
about & $1 each, it would tie the hands
of the dealers still more. The rates gen-
erally obtaining were so ow that after
deducting the cost of barrel, inspection
fees, duty, etc., very little was left for
the fisherman.

He favored the suggestion in the re-
port recommending the putting up of
herring in small packages, and thought
it would increase the demand. As to
the quality of the fish here he had
smoked herring of the very best grades
and shipped more or less every year to
England, and the greaf market there
with many millions of pegple to supply,
he thought accounted for the higher
price which obtained for fish.

Mr. James Patterson, who dces an ex-
tensive business in herring anl has an
intimate knowledge of the business of
catching curing and hangling this kind
of fish, next gave the reporter his views.

The first section of the report says:

CURING AND PACKING.

“That while some slight degree of im-
provement in the details of curing and
packing herrings may be at once attain-
ed by changes in the present methods,
yet no real permanent improvement can
take place nor can the herring industry
in Cadada be placed upon a satisfactory
commercial basis until the fisherman
ceases to be his own fish eurer, and until
the business of curing ig taken in hand
by a class of merchant fish carers, as in

of bringing out Scotch girls to teach our
people how to gut and pack fish.

“The method of gutting employed by
our fishermen,” said he, “is the very
best. They take the head almost off,
cutting from the back down to the gills,
rip the beliy of the fish running the knife
towards the tail, and then run it back
towards the bead, scraping the back
bone and removing gut and head at the
last stroke.”

« A DAYS WORK.

«In the section of the report last refer-
ed to the delegates say. “We learn from
a reliable source that in some places in
New Brunswick ittook four men eight
days to putup, in an indifferent way,
200 barrelsand four men four weeks to
put up the same guantity in good order
and style; whereas an expert crew of
three Scotch gutting girls can ‘gut and
and pack 80 Scotch barrels, equal to 100
Canadian barrels of herring, in one long
sumnmer day. If the women at or near
the several fishing stations in the Do-
minion and the young lads on the her-
ring schooners were taught, so that a
crew of three of these could gut, cure and
pack even 50 or 60 barrels a day, or
more, what a good work would be done,
and what a saving of time and money
would be effected.”

Mr. Patterson thought the delegates
must have been wrongly informed. He
did not believethat the Scotch girls could
possibly gut and pack fish at the rate of
33 barrels per day for each girl, as the
report stated. Jt is considered good work
here for a man to pack 25 barrels of fish
when they are all gutted and ready to
throw into the barrels. About 10 to 13
barrels is all 8 man could gut and
pack in a day.

THE BARREL.

That the present Canadian barrel, be-
ing too weak to stand the rough handling
to which it is exposed on the railways
in transportation, should be greatly im-
proved. We think the present capacity
of the barrel should be retained. That

it should contain not less than 200 lbs. of

herrings, exclusive of salt; that it should

be made of stronger material; that the
staves should be of hardwood wherever

possible, and that if spruce is permitted

to be used, the stave shounld be thicker
and stronger than the present stave.

Mr. Patterson had never experienced
any trouble in shipping with the present
barrels.where they were properly made,
and he-thought that a hardwood barrel,
while it might be better, would be too
expensive.

Speaking of

SMALL PACKAGES

the report says we are of ‘opinion
that in addition to the barrel and half
barrel, there should be established a
grade of small packages in which to put
up re-packed herring, after the manner
of the Dutch and German, That these
packages or kegs should be integral parts
of the large barrels, say one-fourth, one-
eighth and one-tenth-parts of the full
sized barrels.

Mr. Patterson thought this a good idesa,
and said that herring were now put up
in quarter barrels to the extent called for
by the trade, Yearsago very few fish
were put up in half barrels but the cus
tom of packing in half barrels is growing
fnore common.

.He thought that as a general thing our
fish' were well cured and taken care of,
but that an improvement might be made
in the manner of preparing smoked her-
ring. This class of fish, as a general
thing, were not of as guod quality now as
formerly, a large quantity of the smoked
fish sold here are caught in the burst
weifk, along the shores of the bay. They
are too small and being smoked with
soft wood and sawdust have not the sub-
stance or flavordesired. The fish should
be smoked with hard wood, and more
care should be taken in curing them.

Mr. Patterson thought that the govern-
ment should look into this

BRUSH WEIR FISHING.
Many people argued that this kind of
fishing did no harm to the fisheries.
The government set apart spawning
grounds but no means are taken to pre-
vent the wholesale destruction of young
fish carried on year after yearin the
brush weirs. Every cove along the north-
ern coast of New Brunswick from Mus-
quash west and south has from one to
half a dozen of these weirs on its shores

Every land 'owner or person with a
water front. on which thereis a] fishing
chance’erects weirs. Theseweirsiare built
almost as our harbor weirs in shape
but the space between the poles, in-
stead of being covered with nets through
which the fish could escape, is woven
closely with brush, birch or spruce
twigs, so that it is almost impossible for
even the smallest fish to get through it.

Most of the large herring caught in
the bay are taken by the schooner fisher-
men off shore. The smell fish come
along the shores and getinto these brush
weirs in immense quantities. At low tide
the fish are taken out of the weir. Large
quantities of the best of them are taken
to Eastport where they are put up as
sardines, more are smoked, and
the remainder of the smallest fish
from three inches in length up are
oither cdrted on to the land- and
used as manure, or are made into pinnice.
Pinnice is used for fertilizer and ‘Lrings
good prices, In makingit the fish are
‘salted, boiled and then put intoa press
and have the oil all pressed out. This
wholesale destruction of young fish has
been going on for years, and must affect
the run of large fish.

PARNELL COMMISSION.

THE PARTICULARS OF THE REPORT
OF THE JUDGES.

The Action of League Lenders Comtri-
buted to Increase of Crime From 79
to 82. Davitt Set up a False Stand-
ard of Henor.

BY TELEGRAPH TO THE GAZETTE.

London, Feb. 13.—The report of Judges
Hannen, Day and Smith, the special
commission appointed to investigate the
charges by the Times againstjthe Parnel-
lite members of the house of commons,
was laid upon the table in the house to-

ay by Mr. Matthews, secretary of state
for home affairs. The judges find that
the speeches made by many of the
Parnellite members were intended to
bring about the separation of Ireland
from England, and that the speeches of
others in view of the state of the country
were calculated to foment crime, as the
speakers must have known.

The following specific charges against
Parnell, personally, were mnot proved :
That the time of the Kilmainham nego-
tiations Parnell knew Sheridan and
Boyton had been organizing outrages,
and, therefore, wished to use them to put
down the outrages;that Parnell was intim-
ate with leading Tmvincibles; that he
probably learned from them what they
were about when he was released on par-
ole'in April, 1882; that he recognized the
Pheenix Park murders as their handi-
work; that Parnell, January 23, 1883, by
an opportune remittance enabled F.
