Matters 
affecting the opening up of the north­
ern part of the island by railway con­
struction, of the exploiting of the im­
mense mineral and timber wealth and 
the rendering available for settlement 
of the rich arable lands will all be 
dealt with.

The committees will organize on 
Monday next,. when chairmen will be 
chosen and the personnel of the com­
mittees finally decided upon.

LOADS BIG TIMBERS.
Steam yacht Dolaura is being pre­

pared for a hunting trip which His 
Honor the Lieutenant-Governor and a 
party of friends are to take next week. 
The present intention is to leave here 
on Tuesday coaling at Comox on the 
way north where it Is expected that 
some sport will be enjoyed among the 
ducks.

Carrying some of the biggest timber 
ever shipped from Vancouver, the big 
freighter Antiloehus, of the Blue Fun­
nel line, left the Terminal city Thurs­
day for the United Kingdom, via Puget 
Sound, Victoria and the Orient. In­
cluded in the lumber shipment were 
twenty sticks measuring 66 feet long 
and 20 inches square from the Hast­
ings mill for Liverpool, and In the hold 
were about 1,000 tons of big timber. The 
steamer took 8,000 cases of salmon and 
expects to double that number here and 
on the Sound.

Little Rock, Ark., Nov. 20.—Dis­
patches received here Indicate no 
abatement off the forest fires which 
have been burning in this state for 
some days.
