When the statements made here to-night
go to the country, the publig. will hgve
before them more than these newspaper
articles, which have so stirred up the in-
diguation of the hon. the Miuister of Rail-
ways, and they will observe that these
statements have not even been fully con-
teadicted. The hon, Minister did not, 1
thiuk, if my memory serves me aright,
attempt to contradict any one of the
statements which I made. He did not
say that there were not thirteen locomo-
t.ves lying at Moncton some time ago
waiting for repairs; and he will not, I
think, pretend to say that, while those
were unrepaired, while no special effort
was made to repair them, it was the addi-
tion of this 124 miles of railway that
caused all the damage to the rolling-stock
and the consequent delays and accidents.
1 do not care to follow this matter much
further. I had no desire, either to de-
nounce the management of the road, or
to make any special attack on the hon.
gentleman or his colleagues. But, coming
myself from the Maritime Provinces, and
having heard mucb, from what I believe
to be good authority, with regard to the
oondition of the road, and having found
myself, on the way ap, that the road in
some places had betome very rough in-
deed, Ffelh it my duty to briug this sub
ject before the House, in order that the
hou. the Minister might ascertain by an
expression of opinion of the House, what
the feeling of the country is, aud in otder
that he might modify *his system of eco-
nomy, so as to secure hereafter to the
people travelling over that road, at ali
events, Such immunity from accidents as
it is possible to secure. If only two or
three accidents had occurred, it would
Fave been wrong to have made such a
motion.  Accidents will occur on rail-
roads despite all the vigilance that can be
exercised, although, in most cases, what
are called accidents are the result of
negligence or carelessness on the part of
the officials. If there had been but one.
or two, or three accidents on that roai
during he last month or two, I would
have refrained from making this motion,
but the accidents have been so numerous
and so serious,—fortunately there . has
been no loss of life, with one’ exception,
though there has been great destruction
of public property,--that it certainly was
the duty of someone to bring the matter
before the House. 1 shali he much
pleased if it can be shown that the hon.
gentleman at the head of this great work
has really laboured to keep it in the state
of efficiency in which he fancies it now is.
Others do-not think it in such a state of
efficiency, and no attempt to conceal the
truth, no bold repetition of the assertion
that the road and rolling-stock are in the
highest state of efficiency will serve to
remove the impression that the road is
now in a much worse condition than it
was whea the present Minister of Rail-
ways assumed control of it—an impres-
sion which, I once more assure him, pre-
vails far and wide.

Mr. Longley : T am not going to take
upon myself to pronounce npon the condi-
tiou of the Inteicolonial Railway, or npon
the aceuracy or inaccuracy of the state-
ments which have been made by the hon.
