CHATHAM  GELEBRATES

THE SIXTIETH ANNIVERSARY
OF THE REIGN OF

Queen _Y_ictoria !

Chatbam in common with other
centres throughout the British empire
celebrated the sixtieth auniversary of
Her Majesty Queen Victoria’s accession
to the throne, and we, therefore, devote
a good deal of space this week to the
e¢vent. =

The celebration on the Miramichi
realiy began at sunrise on Tuesday
morning, when Newcastle Field Battery
fired a salute. This battery is now
under command of Major Maltby and
it is an interesting coincidence that his
father, Thomas Maltby, fired a salute
trom the same spot nearly sixty years
8go when news of the Queen’s accession
reached this side of the Atlantic. It
was 8ix o'clock when the battery fired
the royal salute on Tuesday morning,
and then the officerv of the battery,
accompanied by a small detachment,
came to Chatham t» take partin the
ovlebration with the other military
repiesentatives, and to act as an escort
for the Mayor and other functionaries
in the procession. .

A large number of excursionists from
upand down river had arrived by rail,
steamer and wagons and the streets
were thronged with people.

The Chatham school children paraded
at 9.30 s.m., forming opposite the public
square on Wellington Screet and, headed
by 8t. Michael’s band, they marched up
Wellington 8¢. to 8-, John Street, down
St. John to Water and thence via Water
and Henderson Streets back to the Square,
where they were drawn up and aang “My
Own Canadian. Home,” after which the
pupils of the advanced grades proceeded

| to the West end, where they joined the

grand parade. :
The Procession

square comprising the properties of Hon.
Provincial Secretary Tweedie and others
in the West end, under the direction of
R. A. Lawlor, Esq., marshal who was
assisted by Lt. Col. McCuiley and Mr.

Three cheers were given for the Queen
and the interest now centred around the
Jubilee flagstaff, which has been erected
in the Square mid-way between the band
stand and south side. It wag made from
two Princess pine trees coutributed by
His Honor Judge Wlkineon, (who was
prevented from being present by being
summoned to mect with the other
governors of King’s College at Windsor,
N. 8.) aud is 107 feet high, exclusive of
the seven ft. weather-vane espindle. TlLe
staff was made by Mr. Patrick Desmond,
the expense of the work beiag met by a
putlic subscription, Mr. Arch McLean
contributing the weather vane snd Messrs.
Alex. Robinson and John Bell, gilding
aad painting, while Mr. Joseph D.
Trevurs felled and prepared the trees for
hauling free of charge and Mr. Snowball
had them brounght to town, Messrs,
Peter B:ieen and Robert Gudirgy moving
the statf, whea completed, from the
wharf where it was wade, to the
Squara. Mesers. P. H. C. Bonson end
Geo Watt were the committeemen who
attended to their own duties and those of
their less assiduous fellow members who
represented the subscribers to the staff.

As the School Chmildrén sang “Raise
the Flag,” each holding a miniature Union
Jack, the yuiform waving of which at
stated times by all made the scene a
piciuresque and iuteresting one,/ three of
the oldest men on the Miramichi, viz.

Patrick Kirby, Irisk:, aged 89,

B. Stapledon, English, aged 85,

Jas, Neilson, Scutch, aged 81,
all of Chatham—repressnting the three
races of the United Kingdom—ran the Brit-
ish flag up to the head of the Jubilee 8-aff,
which being done, the military saluted
and the bands played.

Mr. Blair and” His Enemies.

For several of its recent issnes the Sun
has been devoting itself to attacks on
the minicter of railways, whom it hates
with an intensity only to be fonnd among
those who have been for years nursing a
revenge which they are unable to gratify.
The Sun’s abuse of Mr. Blair began in
February, 1883, when the Hanington-
McLeod government was defeatad in the
house of assembly and .compelled to
resign, and it has been continued without
interruption for 14 years, and in almcst
the same terms. There is no vile_epithet
which the imagination of the writes for
the Suxn could invent which it has not
applied to Mr. Blair, and yet, strange to
say, the Suu’s attacks, so far from doing
him any injury, have apparently been of
immense service to him in recommending
him to the favor and support of respect-
able people. For from the hour when
the Sun, more than fourteen years ago,
began its vindictive and malignant
attacks on Mr. Blair he began to rise
steadily in the estimation of the people
of his native province. He appealed to
the people at four general elections, and
at each of them the majority for his gov-
ernment was increased. After being
more than thirteen years premier of this
province he went to the larger aphere of
the house of gommons, 5 become a mem-
ber of the new Liberal cabinet and to
serve New Brunswick as faithfully at
Ottawa as he had done at Fredericton.
Thero are some men and some news-
papers whose abnse is the highest com-
pliment that can be paid to the integrity
and virtue of the man who is abused. It
was 3aid of Mr. Cleveland at the first
convention which nominated him for the
presidency, ““We love him for the
enemies he has made.” So the friends of
Mr. Blair and all good men like him
better because the Sun denounces him,
and pours out the visls of its feeble
wrath.upon him.

It is not often that the Sun, in its
abuse of Mr, Blair condescends to give us
a4 statement which cap be met and
answerpd. It prefers to desl in glittering
generalities, lurid flights of declamation
which cannot be dealt with by the
ordinary methods of argument; it is a
safe system for those who have no regard
for the verities, but it soon palls an the
public tastg, ang if indulged in too often
has the effect of destroying the reputation
of the newspaper or the public men who
resort to it.  Yestarday, however, the
Sun, depatting from its usval custom,
proceeds to attack the minister of rail-
ways as follows;—

Then the minister of rsilways exhibited
another well known characteristic, that of
utter dishonesty in statement and unlimited
capacity for falsehood and false suggestion.
His misiepreaentation of the condition of
affairs in the Iatercolonial in regard to the
number of employees was promptly exposed
by Mr. Powell and Mr, Foster as well as
by Sir Charles Tupper. Mr. Bluir professed
to give a fair comparison between the vam-
ber of employes in 1878 and 1895, causing
the house to believe that he was faitly
compartug the same exteat of railway
system, Sir Oharles showed that he was
comparing a system of 1,100 miles with one
of 700, and a road with a certain traffic
with one of more than double the busingss
and double the revenue. It was a clear case
of utter deceppion and dishounesty in argu-
msnt which Sir Charles exposed,

The readers of The Telegraph have
already had an opportunity of reading
the Hansard report of Mr. Blair’s speech,
and therefore they know that the state-
meut from the Sun which we have quoted
above is not frue, Mr. Blair did not in-
stitute a comparison between 1878 and
1896, “causing the house to believe that
he was fairly comparing the same extent
of railway system.” What Mr. Blair did
waa to compare the number of employes
on the Jntergolonial in 1880 with the
number 1n 1881, and the number .in 1895
with the number iu 1895, un the eve of
the general election. What Mr. Blair
said, as reported in Hansard, was ag
follows; —

Jo February, 1880, there were in the em-
ploy of the Intercolonial R.iilway, as the
official documents show, 2,596 persons.
That was the number which remained on
the pay role of the Intercolouial Railway
after the hon. gentleman (Sir Chailes Tup
per) had piied his l.ttle axe, and had dg-
capitated the 400, as he says—butas I am
inclined to think, moce than 400—from the
public service on the alleged ground of
economy. We know that the services go
on from year to year in the ordinary, regular
way, the only changes occurring being those
rendered advisable in certain seasons of the
year, when it is necessary either to cut
down the staff somewhat or when as the
service increages it is necesasry to put them
on agaip or to augment the number of
employees, Any changes resulting from
that fact, I could well u.derstand and
approve ; but whether that was the reason
that influenced the hon. gentleman in mak-
ing these chaunges, I think we shall discover.
When we come down to the corresponding
month of 1881, we tind that he had added
about 800 people above the number employed
in February, 1880, there were 2,596 people
on the pay-roll of the latercolonial railway
—the hon. gentleman, having reduced
the number to that figure, impelled by his
desive to economize—in February, 1881, a
corresponding period of the year, when
business wounld be in the same condition,
and when any greater st~ff thao in the
previous year would be uulikely to be re-
quired, he bad increased the number yo
3,310. 1think it would t-y the ingenuity
of the hoo. gootleman ki nself to justify
such a condition of things; and it strongly
convinces me, as 1 think it will carry con-
viction to the mind of any fair pereon in the |
