Tweedie, London; W.1 P Gnffith &

The suthor of this book treces the ances-
tors of those who sre now oalled Tweedie or
Tweedy back te the men of Norman, Flem-
ish or Saxon biood who in the reign of King
David 1,, 1124, crossed the border from
Northam bria sod Selkiik along the . npper
streiches of the Tweed. It was_ from  this
riui';ehrn the family took its :nawe, the
first' person  thus distinguished being
mentioued in the reign of Alexander -IL,
(1214) as Johanaes de Tweds, whoee nsme
being interpreted ioto less stately vernacular
is simply John of the Tweed, orJoha
Tweedie. In the reign of Alexasder IIL
(1249) this Jobn Tweedie is vecorded sa
baving obtained s charter under the
