.'The fourth saying has perished, only
ong word remaining. This is the
Greek word for beggary. As this was’
not used by Christ in any gospel, the
logion is considered to have been new.

The fifth . saying, which contains
certain gaps, i9 of extraordinary dn-
terast. It reads: *Jesus saith, wher-
ever there are (here occurs a gap) and
there is one (gap) alome I am with
bim. Raise the stone and there thou
shalt find Me; cleave the wood and
there I am.” .

The latter part ;ls entirely new, and
it is expected ithat it will arouse con--
froversy. It seems to indicate a pan-
theistic philosophy, and, perhaps, is a
reflectign of ithe mystical occultism of:
